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Unit #1 was traveling west on Stonequarry Road in the right 

lane and when at 3010 Stonequarry Road, Unit #1 lost control 

of the vehicle and drove left of center and into the yard of 

3010 Stonequarry Road, striking 2 trees in the yard of the 

residence.
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On Saturday, September 2, 2017 at 0744 hours, I was dispatched to 3010 Stonequarry Road in Butler 

Township, Dayton, Ohio regarding a vehicle crash that occurred over night. The vehicle was unoccupied. 

The vehicle was described as a grey 2000 Nissan Maxima with Ohio license plate FPB9817.

While I was enroute, dispatched advised the owner of the vehicle Kerri A. Dunaway has an address of 

2725 Stonequarry Road. Upon arriving in the area of 3010 Stonequarry Road at approximately 0753 hours, 

I drove past Mrs. Dunaway's residence and found no vehicle in the driveway. I responded to 3010 

Stonequarry Road and made contact with the resident.

Upon arrival, I made contact with David Marlow. Mr. Marlow stated at approximately 0230 hours, his 

wife heard a loud noise in front of the house, however with no lights along the roadway, she could not 

see anything. Mr. Marlow stated when they woke up, they found the crashed vehicle in their front yard, 

unoccupied.

I inspected the crash scene and it appears the vehicle went left of center and drove into the yard of 

3010 Stonequarry Road. The vehicle drove between a tree and the mailbox for the residence. The vehicle 

struck the tree with the left front side of the vehicle. The vehicle continued sliding through the 

grass causing damage to the residents yard. The vehicle spun around and struck another tree coming to 

rest against the tree causing damage to the left side of the vehicle, in the area of the driver's 

front door.

The right side rear window had been broken out from the inside, and there was broken glass laying on 

the ground by the right rear door. It appears the driver of the vehicle exited through the broken 

window. The interior of the vehicle did not appear to have any blood inside, however both front 

airbags had been deployed. The ignition column was not peeled, and the contents of the vehicle 

appeared to items of what a male would own.

I photographed the vehicle's damage, including the damage to the yard. The photographs have been 

attached to this report. The vehicle was towed to Busy Bee Towing and a hold was placed on the vehicle 

until the investigation was completed.

At 1048 hours on Saturday, September 2, 2017 at 1048 hours, I responded to Mrs. Dunaway's residence to 

attempt contact with her regarding her crashed vehicle. Prior to making contact with Mrs. Dunaway, 

there was no contact from her to report the crash or vehicle missing.

Upon my arrival, there was a vehicle in the driveway of the residence. I knocked on the door and the 

door was answer by a male with visual minor facial cuts to his face,ears and hands. The male was 

identified as Jeffrey Dunaway. Mr. Dunaway is the husband of Mrs. Dunaway.

I identified myself and I advised Mr. Dunaway the reason for my contact. Mr. Dunaway stated he was not 

aware the vehicle was missing and he thought Mrs. Dunaway had the vehicle. I advised Mr. Dunaway there 

was not a vehicle in the driveway when I drove by at approximately 0745 hours, however there is 

another vehicle registered to them in the driveway now. Mr. Dunaway stated he and Mrs. Dunaway were 

home and having breakfast. He appeared to be reflecting my questions regarding the crashed vehicle. I 

asked if Mrs. Dunaway was home and he said yes and yelled for her to come outside on the front porch 

where we were talking. Mrs. Dunaway stepped outside eating a piece of bacon and stated they were 

eating breakfast. Mrs. Dunaway did not appear to have any visual injures on her face or hands.
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I spoke to both Mr. and Mrs. Dunaway together about the crashed vehicle. While they were talking to 

me, they were staring at each other and not talking directly to me. They both stated they did not know 

the vehicle was crashed. Mrs. Dunaway stated she went to pick up breakfast and she noticed the vehicle 

was missing and she thought Mr. Dunaway was gone, however he was sleeping inside the house.

I asked Mr and Mrs. Dunaway if anyone else would be driving the vehicle and they said no. I asked if

anyone had the keys and they said no. I then asked if they had the keys to the vehicle and they said 

yes, they are sitting on the table. I asked how long they were home and stated about 2 hours. I asked 

if they thought the vehicle was stolen, they said that they did not know. I asked why they didn't call 

the police if they may have thought the vehicle was stolen, and they stated that they thought each 

other had the vehicle.

I advised Mr. and Mrs. Dunaway that I needed to make sure who ever was driving the vehicle was OK. 

They stated that they were fine. I explained the vehicle caused damage to the residents yard and would 

need insurance information for the vehicle. Mrs. Dunaway immediately and voluntarily provided her 

insurance information without reservation.

With the physical injuries of Mr. Dunaways's person, and attempting to speak with him regarding the 

crash and having him complete a voice analysis test, he immediately requested to speak with his 

attorney.

Sergeant Stanley spoke to Mr. Dunaway's attorney, Barry Galen. Mr. Galen was advised at my request 

that if Mr. Dunaway admits to the crash that I would not charge Mr. Dunaway for leaving the scene of 

an accident. 

As of September 25, 2017 I have not heard back from Mr. Dunaway or Mr. Galen. Additionally, as of this 

date Mrs. Dunaway's vehicle still has a hold on it at Busy Bee Towing. Per Busy Bee Towing, Mrs. 

Dunaway has made no attempt to pick up the vehicle or collect her personal property from the vehicle.

I have not heard back from Mr. Dunaway or Mr. Galen. I have completed citation 42315 for failure to 

control and forwarded the citation to Vandalia Municipal Court to be served.
