Spring Traming Needed?

Many people welcome the warm days
of spring by rolling up their sleeves

and taking on their most challenging
maintenance projects. Unfortunately for
some, their enthusiasm backfires and
causes an injury. This is especially true
for older adults, who are particularly
susceptible to fall-related injuries.

According to the Centers for Disease
Control (www.cdc.gov), more than one-
third of adults 65 and older experience a
fall each year. Falls are the leading cause
of hospitalization for this population as
well. Their injuries often include hip
fractures and head injuries.

To assist people in this risk group, the
CDC offers these tips:

e Exercise regularly. Programs such as
Tai Chi that increase strength and
improve balance are especially good.

e Ask your doctor or pharmacist to review
all medicines taken — both prescription
and over-the counter — to reduce side
effects and interactions.

e Have your eyes checked by an eye doctor
at least once a year.

e Improve the lighting in your home.

e Survey your home for potential hazards
that can cause a fall and eliminate them.

“It’s important to go about spring cleanup
projects sensibly,” said Butler Township’s
acting fire chief, Steve Stein. “Don’t take
unnecessary risks. They can lead to injuries
that will keep you laid up for months.”

Trash Hauler
Introduces
Pilot Recycling
Program

Waste Management will “test drive” a
recycling program in the Turtlecreek
neighborhood of Butler Township. The
program has been introduced in response
to calls from many residents who want to
do their part for
the environment
by recycling

but don’t want
the hassle of
multiple bins
and recyclable
wastes that blow
around the
neighborhood
on windy days.

Through the
new program,
Waste Management provides a 96-gallon
recycling cart in which designated
recyclables can be deposited. This cart
has a yellow lid to distinguish it from the
receptacle used for regular trash. It is
being picked up on an every-other-week
schedule on the regular collection day.

The major change is that it will allow
residents in the test area to recycle

more and with greater ease while reducing
the amount of blowing litter, truck traffic
and emissions.

The program is strictly voluntary.
Turtlecreek residents who do not wish
to participate should call Waste
Management at 1-800-343-6047,

and their cart will be removed.

Waste Management and Butler Township
officials anticipate that residents will
respond favorably to this user-friendly
recycling program.
