  MINUTES, WEEK OF APRIL 11, 2016
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, April 11, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of March 14, 2016, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of March 14, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

NEW BUSINESS
Oath of Office
The Oath of Office was read into the record and presented to Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer, for his 4-year term effective April 1, 2016 through March 31, 2020.
President, Michael Lang presented Officer of the Year Award to Brian Brown. Trustee, Lang stated that Officer Brown is highly respected by the department and our community. His performance and actions are the essence of what is expected from a Butler Township Patrol Officer.
Resolution #16-18 was submitted, Appointing Representatives to the Butler Township Budget Commission. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-18, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution.

Resolution #16-19 was submitted, Authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Contract Wagoner Power Equipment for the Purchase of Three (3) New Mowers for the Service Department. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-19, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 
Resolution #16-20 was submitted, Authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Contract With Taylor Chevrolet for the Purchase of Two (2) Chevrolet Tahoes for the Fire Department. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-20, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 

Resolution #16-21 was submitted, Authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Purchase Emergency Notification Services From Hyper-Reach At An Established Annual Rate Determined by the Hyper Reach Service Agreement. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-21, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 

A request was submitted for approval to declare Eight (8) Motorola MCS 2000 Mobile Radios, Five (5) Portable MCS 2000 Radios and Three (3) Grasshopper Mowers as surplus in the Service Department. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval to declare the surplus inventory in the Service Department and prepare for sale/disposal, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Deputy Chief Rob Streck reported that the Miami Valley Crime Labs have come up with a new rate model to help fund the crime lab, which is in competition with the Ohio Bureau Criminal of Investigations.  He explained that the current rate model for Butler Township has decreased from what was originally budgeted.  He stated that this is based on users and the average users for the past 5 years.  He indicated that if you are already a member the price is set or if you are not a member and need a service that BCI does not handle; those prices are at a higher rate.  He noted that this is something that they will watch closely in case of any rate changes occur if the Miami Valley Crime Lab would lose any current customers and it could also change the township rates.
Chief Alig had no further business to report.
Fiscal Officer Mark Adams had no further business to report.
Trustee, Joe Flanagan had no further business to report.
Trustee, Nick Brusky had no further business to report.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that he had a resident contact him regarding a long term zoning matter along the south side of Frederick and wanted to give appreciation to Erika and Kathy for helping resolve those issues.
Acting Administrator, Erika Vogel noted that the newsletter will be a spring/summer edition that will come out the first of June.
AUDIENCE
Ruth Kistler at 7500 Turtleback Drive had a concern regarding the goals and activity of the Budget Commission.  She questioned if the commission were going to meet on a regular basis and what were the short term goals.
Trustee, Nick Brusky stated that they will need to meet on a regular basis in order to accomplish the goals the board set for them and to give the board advice on budgeting matters.  He stated that by law they have to abide by the public meeting laws and public records laws.  He indicated that any meeting of the commission will be open to the public.

Trustee, Joe Flanagan stated that the commission will have to get together to develop their own rules on how to operate.  He stated that he anticipates that initially there will be a lot more meetings to see exactly how the township is operating.  He noted that in future years that time frame would reduce down to fewer meetings.
Ms. Kistler asked if they had any idea when this will be initiated.

Acting Administrator, Ms. Vogel stated that maybe at one of the upcoming meetings.  She noted that the members will be sworn in at a meeting coming up and then following that, the commission would schedule their first meeting.
Ms. Kistler stated that obviously this is an issue that needs attention and she hopes they can do that. She also questioned if the board will be discussing the Police Chief’s replacement at tonight’s meeting.
Acting Administrator, Ms. Vogel stated that they are waiting on a proposal from the Sheriff’s Office and from there the board will decide how to move forward.  
Ms. Kistler asked if the board will be actively searching until they review the proposal.
Acting Administrator, Ms. Vogel stated that are going to review the proposal and see what the numbers are then then begin the search after that.

Ms. Kistler asked if that proposal will be made public and would residents have input as well.
Acting Administrator, Ms. Vogel stated yes, once the township receives an official document that would be public.

Ms. Kistler also questioned if the board would be searching for a permanent replacement for the Administrator’s position.

Trustee, Michael Lang stated that they have also discussed this with Ms. Vogel and she is working on a proposal for personnel in the Administration Department, which was also discussed at the last meeting. He stated that he is hoping that by the next meeting the board should have a direction to proceed.
