   MINUTES, WEEK OF APRIL 25, 2016
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, April 25, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of March 28, 2016, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of March 28, 2016, as submitted, with Nicky Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
The Minutes of March 28, 2016, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of March 28, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #16-22 was submitted, Finding it Necessary to Amend the Revenue and Appropriations Budgets in the Harson TIF Fund for Changes make during FY2016. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-22, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution.

Resolution #16-23 was submitted, Authorizing the Fire Chief to Contract with K.E. Rose for the Purchase of Emergency Lighting and Equipment for Two New Staff Vehicles.  Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-23, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 
Resolution #16-24 was submitted, Declaring a Grasshopper Mower Surplus in the Service Department and Authorizing the Private Sale in Accordance with O.R.C. 505.10(A)(2)(a). Nick Brusky noted some reservations he had about the private sale, but indicated he was still going to vote to approve the resolution. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-24, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 

Resolution #16-25 was submitted, Authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Care Works Comp for Participation in the Group Rating Program for Bureau of Workers’ Compensation Claims. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-25, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 

A request was submitted for approval of a liquor permit (TRFO) on behalf of Max & Erma’s, 6930 Miller Lane. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of the request for a new liquor permit, on behalf of Max & Erma’s, 6930 Miller Lane, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

There was a brief discussion among board members to provide one tornado siren to be paid from TIF Funds and placed at the Government Center which would reach a populous area, including the Miller Lane Business District Area.
A motion was submitted to authorize the Acting Township Administrator to Enter Into an Agreement with Montgomery County EMA to provide one tornado siren to be paid from TIF Funds to be placed in the Miller Lane Business District, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion.
Ms. Vogel provided an update and information regarding the Willowbrook Sidewalk Subdivision sidewalk program. She noted the Service Department has completed the marking of the concrete that needs to be replaced.  She stated that the first round of notifications went out to residents today notifying them of the upcoming project and how the assessments will work. She mentioned that the bid documents will be prepared for the project.
Ms. Vogel also mentioned that tomorrow is the Octagon Club Teacher Appreciation Luncheon if the board would be able to attend.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Deputy Chief Rob Streck had no further business to report.
Chief Alig had no further business to report.
Fiscal Officer Mark Adams had no further business to report.
Trustee, Joe Flanagan had no further business to report.
Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that First Energy and AEP Ohio have filed motions with Ohio Public Utilities Commission to raise their basic electric rates. He stated that with this happening it will not be long before DP&L will follow. He stated that he met with Scott Belcastro with Trebell at an OTA meeting, who is present, and would like to give a brief synopsis of the program.
Scott Belcastro with Trebel Energy Services gave a brief description of his company and savings rates. He indicated that DP&L is working on negotiating their rates as well as the other competitors. He noted that Trebel is already working with a huge group of townships for the November’s election. He wanted to invite Butler Township to join them to be on the November ballot.
Mr. Flanagan questioned what the Township’s associated costs were.

Mr. Belcastro stated that the cost for the Township first would be to place it on the ballot; second cost are public notices after approval by the voters and all costs related to Trebel Energy come from suppliers. He stated that Trebel also goes through a bidding process for the best price and then the township makes the decision.  He stated that it is opt-in or opt-out status with no fees, that protects the residents and there is no obligation.  He stated that the deadline for the November election would be August 10th.  He stated that there is material that needs to go out and they would need a commitment by July.
Mr. Lang stated his views and was not in agreement with the program.

Mr. Brusky indicated that he would like to discuss this in more detail at another meeting.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that the township sent a letter in opposition in lieu of testimony on HB302, which would eliminate property tax collected by township’s for Police, Fire & EMS into annexed territories, specifically City of Union.  He also noted that he had attended the Montgomery County Engineer’s Annual Dinner/Update with Ms. Vogel. He noted that the only county project that was big and completed was the Heathcliff Bridge.  He mentioned no large township specific projects and of course the cut back with what the County is giving to the paving assistance program to townships, which will be eliminated. He stated that good news is I-75 would be done by September 1st and SR48 in Englewood will be finished by July.
AUDIENCE
Russ Stipek at 3020 Cricket Lane stated he would like to commend the board for approving the tornado siren.  He had also expressed concerns regarding the energy program with Trebel and asked if residents be forced to take it.
Mr. Belcastro stated the residents were not under any obligation to stay in the program.

Tory Elrich at 8450 Meeker Road, he indicated that he lives down the road from the Heathcliff Bridge on the sharp turn.  Recently, he indicated that they moved into the home December 17, 2015.  He stated that since then they have had 4 accidents in front of their home.  He stated that this recent accident was April 16th and it was a hit and run that took some of the township’s signage out. He stated that he is there tonight to propose that the township put up some sort of guard rail or other protective barrier to shield his home. He noted that since those incidents there has been 2 additional accidents.
Mr. Lang stated that the township would look into the matter and there have been several other accidents in the past along that location.  He also appreciates Mr. Elrich’s concerns in the matter and is glad that he brought it to the board’s attention. 

Mr. Brusky asked if Ms. Vogel would look at the cost to extend the guard rail up the cliff, which was brought to his attention by another resident.
Ms. Vogel stated that the situation would be looked into.
