NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #16-41 was submitted for approval declaring it necessary to proceed to Levy a Tax in Excess of the Ten Mill Limitation.  Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution # 16-41 and noted the majority of the Butler Township Board of Trustees, Montgomery County, Ohio, concur that it is necessary to levy a tax in providing and maintaining motor vehicles, communication, and other equipment used directly in the operation of the Butler Township Police Department, or the payment of salaries of permanent Butler Township Police personnel, including the payment of policemen employer’s contribution required under Section 742.33 of the Ohio Revised Code at a rate not exceeding 3.5 Mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to thirty ($.35) cents for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for a continuous period of time, commencing in 2016, first due in calendar year 2017. Nick Brusky seconded the motion.  
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-41 was approved, 3-0.
