 MINUTES, WEEK OF APRIL 27, 2015   
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, April 27, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, Vice-President, called the meeting to order.
Trustee, Doug Orange was not available this evening.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of March 23, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to table the Regular Session Minutes of March 23, 2015, as submitted, with Doug Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion. Mr. Brusky was absent at the last meeting and Mr. Orange is absent for this meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
There was a proclamation read for James Vance recognizing his 33 years of service with the township’s road department. Mr. Vance will retire on April 30, 2015
Resolution #15-034 was submitted for approval Creating the Position of Police Lieutenant in the Police Department, Creating a Job Description and Establishing a Rate of Pay for the new Position.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-034, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee mentioned that we had passed a resolution last year creating the position and job description but had never made a decision on the salary for this position.
Resolution #15-035 was submitted for approval Promoting and Appointing Chris Guthrie to the Position of Police Lieutenant. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-035, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee thanked Mr. Guthrie for his service to the township and for having patience with this promotion. 
Oath of Office – Chris Guthrie Lieutenant. Mr. Lang swore in newly promoted Lieutenant Chris Guthrie.

Resolution #15-036 was submitted for approval Promoting and Appointing Officer Lonnie Bilbrey to the Position of Police Sergeant. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-036, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution.

Oath of Office – Lonnie Bilbrey. Mr. Lang swore in newly promoted Sergeant Lonnie Bilbrey.

Resolution #15-037 was submitted for approval Appointing William Karolyi to the Position of Police Sergeant.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-037, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution.

Oath of Office – William Karolyi. Mr. Lang swore in newly appointed Sergeant William Karolyi.

Oath of Office – Auxiliary Police Officer Scott Hammond. Mr. Lang swore in newly appointed Scott Hammond as an auxiliary officer.

Resolution #15-031 was submitted for approval Requesting the County Commissioners Approve the County Engineer’s Assistance with the Township Overlay Program through the Partnership Pool Program.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-031, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated that with this submission the township will be paving Engle, Frost, Evermur and Meeker Woods for approximately $100,000.00
Resolution #15-032 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Frank Gates for Participation in the Group Rating Program for Bureau of Workers Compensation Claims.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-032, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated that Frank Gates represents the township at all industrial commission hearings and is the third party administrator that works with the State when a claim is filed. She stated that we have not had any problems with administration of this program.
Resolution #15-033 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Jacobs Engineering for Professional Services for the Butler Township Zoning Resolution as Outlined in the Attached Scope of Services.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-033, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated that the zoning code is in need of some updating to make it current. She stated that they received two other quotes for these services.
Resolution #15-038 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office for Radio Service for Butler Township.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-038, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated that we contract with the Sheriff’s Office for radio usage and there are associated fees with that system for every radio we use across the Township. 
Resolution #15-039 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with KE Rose for the Purchase of a Canine System and Gun Rack in the Ford Explorer for the Police Department. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-039, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated that the canine system will be for the new police dog that our canine officer, Amy Carter, is now training with. Zorro will be put in service after training is complete. Zorro was in attendance for the township to meet.
Resolution #15-040 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Landview Services to Repair a Hillside Slide in the ROW along Cloverleaf and I-70 as Outlined in the Attached Scope of Services. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-040, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. Ms. Lapensee stated this fix is necessary and is the cheapest option to repair the hillside. She stated that she was happy to remove it from the agenda if anyone was uncomfortable with approving it. Mr. Lang stated that if the hillside needed to be repaired, that we should fix it.

Resolution #15-041 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to take All Necessary Action to Sell Property Located at 8524/8526 N. Dixie Drive at a Price Not to Fall Below $275,000.00. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-041, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the resolution. 

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Alig had no further business to report at this time.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported nothing on behalf of the Service Department.  With respect to the Administration, she reported that on May 11th, we will all need to report at 5:30 to Spivey Photography for pictures on National Road. She also stated that we had received 13 petitions for street lights and a revised cost estimate for street lights and poles. She stated that it is cheaper to stay with what we had already planned for – HPS regal fixtures w/banner arms. She said that we will bring this back at the next meeting to discuss. Ms. Lapensee stated that the National Day of Prayer will be held on Thursday, May 7th from 7:15 a.m. until 8:30 a.m. at the Hangar in Vandalia. She also asked if the trustees wanted to move forward with the project at Benchwood and I-75. ODOT is now requiring the township to have an environmental review for the pipe that is planned to be installed in the drainage ditch to allow for more area to be landscaped. The review will cost $3,625.40. Mr. Lang stated that we will probably need to move forward with that review anyway no matter what we plan to do at the interstate. 
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer reported that there is now an attorney general opinion stating that we can’t give incentives to our employees for health insurance. He also stated that the state was going to tighten their budget again and make further cuts to townships. He stated that the LGIF and TPP were going to go away.
Trustee, Nick Brusky asked the Administrator to look into creating our own township vanity plate that could be sold at the BMV to make money for the township.

Trustee, Michael Lang noted that the Heathcliff Bridge is still closed along with Meeker Road.
