The Board of Trustees met on Monday, August 10, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of July 13, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of July 13, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

The Minutes of July 13, 2015, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of July 13, 2015, as submit, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #15-060 was submitted Agreeing that the Board of Trustees for Butler Township Shall Become a Member of the Proposed Montgomery County Regional Radio Council and to Authorize the Township Administrator to Execute the Agreement for Participation in a Regional Council of Governments Known as the Montgomery Council Regional Radio Council. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-060, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-061 was submitted that Butler Township will No Longer Pick-Up the Statutorily Required Contribution to the Ohio Police and Fire Pension Fund for the Union/Non-Union Employees for Butler Township Pursuant to Internal Revenue Code Section 414(h)(2). Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-061, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-062 was submitted Approving the 2016 Street Lighting Assessment. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-062, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-063 was submitted Finding It Necessary for Approval of Assessments to Property Owners for Unpaid Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Services. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-063, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
Resolution #15-064 was submitted Directing the Township Fiscal Officer to File liens for Aggregate Expenses for Nuisance Abatement and Exterior Property Maintenance Code Enforcement. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-064, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-065 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Submit a Grant Application through the FY2015 State Homeland Security Grant Program to Montgomery County Emergency Management Agency for Warning Sirens for Butler Township.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-065, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-066 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Accept a Grant Through the FY2014 State Homeland Security Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval Resolution #15-066, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

A request was submitted that the Board set the next workshop date for Monday, September 28th at 6:00pm to begin discussions for the FY2016 Budget.  Nick Brusky made a motion to set the next workshop for Monday, September 28th at 6:00pm to begin discussion for the FY2016 Budget, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that she is continuing to work with Jacobs Engineering on the Zoning Resolution update.  She noted that they will have a list of changes to review at the Zoning Commission meeting at their meeting on September 21, 2015. She noted that she would like to wrap up these changes by end of the year.  She mentioned that they have several zoning issues that we are trying to clear up.  She stated that McAlister’s opened on Monday, August 10th and hoping to do a ribbon cutting next Monday, but that date is not finalized.  She confirmed that the Cruise-In will be August 22nd from 10am to 3pm located on Commons Center Drive in front of Wal-Mart.
Lieutenant Guthrie had no further business to report at this time.

Chief Alig reported that Captain Auberzinsky started a few weeks ago and he is working out well.  He noted that they still have a shortage of 700 hours and working on some planning options for the future.  He mentioned that the new construction at the CLC is open for business and again McAlister’s Deli is now open.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported on behalf of the Service Department that the township’s paving schedule will begin August 24th thru September 25th which will include Engle, Frost, Meeker Woods and Evermur. With respect to the Administration, she reported that she just found out today that Old Springfield Road will be closing starting August 12th for 45 days from Frederick to Dog Leg Road. She stated that appartantly they will be installing turn lanes on both side of Old Springfield, one going east bound and the other going west bound. She noted that the township was not notified of this and that it’s a City of Union and TID project.  She noted that Doug Orange and she attended the Vandalia Butler School cook out on Friday and was hoping to have a joint meeting on August 31st at 6 pm.  She further indicated that they have been working on health insurance and an email will be sent out regarding the renewals starting the end of August or early September.  She indicated that they hope to get bids back by October, with the December renewal date.  However, in 2016 all the health insurance companies are moving all of the small groups renewal dates up to October 1st.  And finally Ms. Lapensee reported that the audit is finished and that there will be an audit meeting Wednesday at 2pm if anyone would like to attend.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer reported that City of Dayton/Montgomery County merger will not be moving forward at this time.
Trustee, Nick Brusky reported and he and the Fiscal Officer attended the MCTA Golf Outing this past weekend and had the opportunity to network with other township officials.  He also met with a State Representative with concerns on the upcoming proposed state budget and stated that if you have questions to please contact our State Representative as it has more impact than OTA.

Trustee, Michael Lang wanted to give his appreciation and thanks to the Police and Fire and for those individuals who came out on National Night out this past Tuesday, which turned out to be a great community event.  He made note that maybe our policy regarding food trucks could be reviewed again and in a way to positively incorporate it.  Ms. Vogel stated that it is on the list of items that is being looked into for some kind of seasonal sales and would be located in areas that have large parking lots.
Trustee, Doug Orange reported that the trustees have been going through a process with a performance evaluation with Ms. Lapensee.  He stated that they met on Friday and reviewed it and he would like to make a motion that the Board of Trustees adopt the performance evaluation of our Township Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee that has been prepared and signed by the President of the Board and dated August 10, 2015, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
