Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order.
Fire Chief, Dan Alig was excused from the meeting.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of November 25, 2019, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of November 25, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

The Minutes of December 9, 2019, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to table the Workshop Session Minutes of December 9, 2019, as requested by the Administrator, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

 ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #19-49 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution establishes meeting times, board appointments, membership dues and other business of the Township.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-49, Resolution Approving the Reorganization and Business Affairs of Butler Township for Fiscal Year 2020, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-49 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-50 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution is passed each year to establish the OPERS Conversion Plan for sick, vacation and personal leave.

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-50 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-51 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution establishes a 2% increase for 2020 for Fire Captains and the Code Enforcement Officer.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-51, Resolution Establishing Hourly Increases for Non-Union Employees in 2020, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-51 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-52 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the final revenue in 2019 was $12,126901.24 and the final appropriations budget for 2019 is $11,744,224.92.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-52, Resolution Approving the Final Revenue and Appropriations Budgets for 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-52 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-53 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution establishes a $.25 increase per month for 2020, effective the second billing cycle in 2020.
Staff requested that this resolution be tabled until the next meeting.
Joseph Flanagan made a motion to table Resolution #19-53, Resolution Rescinding Resolution No. 18-62 For the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Fees and Establishing Fees for 2020, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz tabling the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-53 was tabled, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-54 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution would transfer which was approved as part of the 2019 budget, due to the additional paving costs and payment cycle changes.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-54, Resolution Authorizing the Transfer of $200,000 to the Road Levy Fund from the General Fund as Appropriated for FY2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-54 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-55 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this coverage is being offered by OTARMA in lieu of public official bonds and is offered to newly elected officials as of November 5, 2019.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-55, Resolution Authorizing the Township Administrator to Apply for the Elect Faithful Performance of Duty Coverage through OTARMA for the Trustees and Fiscal Officer of Butler Township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-55 was approved, 3-0. 
A request was submitted Authorizing the Appointments of Board Members to the 2020 Volunteer Firefighters’ Dependents Fund.
It was noted that these positions are normally done in rotation.  
Joseph Flanagan made a motion Authorizing the Appointments of Mike Lang as Secretary and Ken Betz as Board Member to the 2020 Volunteer Firefighters’ Dependents Fund, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. The motion was approved, 3-0. 
A request was submitted to Accept the Resignation of Greg Brush from the Budget Commission and Joseph Flanagan to submit a replacement to finish out his term through December 31, 2023.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion Accepting the Resignation of Greg Brush from the Budget Commission, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

A request was submitted for Joseph Flanagan to Appoint a replacement to fill the vacant positon held on the Budget Commission through December 31, 2023.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to appoint Sharon Erbaugh to fill the vacant position held on the Budget Commission through December 31, 2023, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan – Yes. The motion was approved, 3-0.
