Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Resolution #15-094 was submitted Finding It Necessary to Approve Permanent Appropriations, the Revenue Budget and Certificate of the Total Amount From All Sources Available for Expenditure and Balances for Butler Township During the Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2016. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-094, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-095 was submitted Authorizing COLA Increases for all Non-Union Regular Full-Time and Salaried Employees. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-095, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-096 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office for Radio Service for all Butler Township Departments for FY2016. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-096, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-097 was submitted Reorganizing Butler Township for 2016. Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-097, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.  Nick Brusky voted nay.
Resolution #15-098 was submitted Authorizing the Amendment of the Township’s Personnel Policy Manual.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-098, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-099 was submitted Appointing Representatives to the Butler Township/City of Vandalia JEDZ Board.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-099, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-100 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with Sign Dynamic for the Purchase and Installation of Street Signs with Township Logos at Six Different Locations in the Township.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-100, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.  Nick Brusky voted nay.
Resolution #15-101 was submitted Resolution Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into a New Agreement with Miami Valley Lighting, LLC and DPL Energy Resources for Street Lighting and Electric Rates for Butler Township. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-101, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-102 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with the Montgomery County Board of Commissioners for the Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-102, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-103 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into Execute Change Order No. 1 for the Government Center HVAC Retrofit Project with Advanced Mechanical Services Inc.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-103, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Nick Brusky made a motion to accept the resignations of Mike Harmon, Matthew James Spreyer and Tyler Litttleton, in the Butler Township Fire Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
Nick Brusky made a motion to accept the Personal Leave/Vacation Leave Cash Out for Kevin Sink, John Ashworth and Brian Brown in the Butler Township Police Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that they are continuing with the Zoning Resolution update.  She indicated that the county heard it at their meeting on December 10th   and the Zoning Commission will hear it at their meeting next Monday.  She stated that the Trustees will hear the case on January 28th and then it would be implemented 30 days after that.
Chief Alig reported briefly on the full-time hiring process that was conducted and that they will be going to the next phase of the hiring process.
Chief Cresie provided information pertaining to a media release on December 4, 2015 that the Montgomery County Sheriff’s office worked together with other members of the Montgomery County Drug Free Coalition to conduct a patrol operation within Butler and Harrison Townships.  The purpose of the operation was to detect and deter drug trafficking and drug abuse within the two townships.  He noted the joint operational stats that proved to be very useful.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported on behalf of the Service Department she received a break down on cost of the move of the log cabin located on Kershner Road.  She requested the board to review and decide which direction they wish to proceed.  She noted currently there are not enough people in the Service Department to lend them a hand on moving the log cabin.  It was briefly discussed to possibly start the move in the spring.  Ms. Lapensee noted that in regards to the Service Department staffing that they interviewed only one applicant.  She noted that this individual was not a good fit with the township.  She asked the board if they wish to re-advertise and include a range based on the qualifications.  It was noted that the board wanted to advise and check with the union to make sure that they are in agreement.  She also indicated that there are two more injuries in the Service Department and has requested Bladecutter’s to give an estimate on snow removal, she then provided the board with those quotes. With respect to the Administration; she presented the board with an application for an indigent burial and that they met the income guidelines.  She noted a motion from board is needed to accept the indigent burial of $750.00 for a cremation burial. 
Nick Brusky made a motion to pay for the expense of the indigent burial per township policy, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer stated that he and the Administrator attended a meeting for the tornado sirens and it is possible that the township may obtain 3 of these sirens, but approval will be sometime in July.  He also mentioned that he is retiring from the Montgomery County Township Association as President; however he will continue to serve on the Executive Board of the OTA.
Trustee, Nick Brusky had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang wanted to give his appreciation to Officer Hammond and Officer Ashworth on handling an arrest at Wal-Mart, which Judge Heck was overly pleased with.
Trustee, Doug Orange wanted to give this thanks to all the employees of the township.  He stated that for the last 23 years that he has worked with some outstanding people and had done some wonderful things for the township and he stated that he feels very blessed in being a part of that.
