 MINUTES, WEEK OF FEBRUARY 24, 2020
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, February 24, 2020, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President called the meeting to order.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of January 27, 2020, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Missy Prusynski made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of January 27, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

The Workshop Minutes of January 30, 2020, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Missy Prusynski made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of January 30, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

The Workshop Minutes of February 10, 2020, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of February 10, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no comments from the audience at this time.
 ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #20-06 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the police department performed a computer analysis and determined that all of their desktop operations computers were in need of replacement. She indicated the budgeted amount in the Capital Equipment Plan for 2020 is $8,000.00, and the quote from Dell was $8,291.25. She noted that quote was for nine computers with the necessary adaptors using the existing monitors.
Police Chief Porter stated that the department has done an extensive review of the departments’ needs and the upgrade has been necessary for some time. He explained the current equipment is currently over 8 years old.
Trustee, Pruszynski questioned if Digital Cowboy would do the installation of the new computers.  Township Administrator, Erika Vogel stated yes.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-06, Resolution authorizing the Police Chief to purchase new desktop computers for the Police Department, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-06 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-07 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution authorizes the Police Chief to Enter into Agreements with ADAMHS and South Community to Launch the Mobile CIT Pilot Program. She noted that this is a joint undertaking between the Township and the City of Vandalia to provide a licensed healthcare clinician to assist the department on calls involving mental health patients. She noted that the total cost of the agreement is $45,000 and is 100% reimbursable by ADAMHS up to $45,000.
Police Chief Porter stated that this is basically the same program proposed in 2019, but was never implemented. He indicated that the Mobile CIT Pilot Program is currently in progress and this will officially move the program forward with the ADAMHS grant.
Trustee, Michael Lang questioned if someone was hired yet. Police Chief Porter noted there is an individual that was hired in by South Community and is currently assisting with the department.
Trustee, Ken Betz asked Police Chief Porter to provide a brief summary of the program. Police Chief Porter stated that basically the Mobile CIT Program provides a mental health clinician who rides with the officers. He noted that the clinician is a 40 hour a week employee that was hired by South Community. He stated that the clinician handles a lot of the follow up and background telephone calls, which link the police department to the mental health services. He indicated that this person deals with the community to make sure they have the assistance they need. 
Trustee, Michael Lang stated that it is a great program. Trustee, Missy Pruszynski concurred. 

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-07, Resolution Authorizing the Police Chief to Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with Montgomery County Alcohol, Drug Addiction & Mental Health Services (ADAMHS) and South Community, Inc. for the Mobile CIT Program, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-07 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-08 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated Aullwood Audubon Center and Farm desires to submit a grant application to the Clean Ohio Fund for the purchase of a conservation easement from the National Audubon Society, 68 acres at the Aullwood Nature Center located at 1000 Aullwood Road. She acknowledged that this conservation easement will support Aullwood’s mission of environmental education for children across the Dayton region, and provide planned improvements.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-08, Resolution Supporting Aullwood Audubon Center & Farm’s Submission of a Grant Application to the Clean Ohio Fund-Greenspace Conservation Fund, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-08 was approved, 3-0. 
A request was submitted to Declare the Fire Department’s 2006 boat trailer surplus and sell on GovDeals.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion declare the fire department’s 2006 boat trailer surplus and sell on GovDeals, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
