 MINUTES, WEEK OF FEBRUARY 23, 2015   
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, February 23, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of February 9, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of the Regular Session Minutes of February 9, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #15-012 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Christian Life Center for the Purpose of Providing Uninformed Officers at Special Events.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-012, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-013 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with Physio-Control, Inc. to Purchase Annual Maintenance for Heart Monitors and AED for the Fire Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-013, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-014 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Pay the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office and the Board of County Commissioners for Training to the Police Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-014, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
Resolution #15-015 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with Sign Dynamics for the Purchase and Installation of Street Signs with Township Logo at Four Different Locations.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-016 was submitted for approval of a Revised Resolution Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with Lebanon Ford and KE Rose for the Purchase of Two (2) Ford Explorers for the Police Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-016, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-017 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Bair Analytics to Provide Crime Analytical Software for the Police Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-018, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-018 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Purchase New Heart Monitors, AEDs, Simulators and a Lucas System for the Fire Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-018, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that she is still waiting on costs pertaining to the re-write of the zoning code.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Alig provided details on items previously discussed by the board last year on issues pertaining to tornado sirens, cost and warning systems through Code Red.  He noted there is updated information regarding warning sirens in the Agenda packet.  He indicated they did look into other providers such as Hyper Reach that the City of Vandalia will be switching to.  If we decide to partner with Vandalia, it would include a cost savings on the change.  He stated that with contract with Code Red would be at $2,500 difference with the contract expiring in May.  He explained that we could work with Vandalia and combine data and be able set up through I-pulse that could send warnings/notifications to cell phones without signing up.  Also, they would be able to send messages about snow removal, trash pick-up and boil advisories.
There was a brief discussion among the board members on the warning system Hyper Reach and Code Red.  Mr. Orange stated that in his opinion he still would like the sirens throughout the township and would like the board to consider that idea as well.  Chief Alig expressed that sirens are a huge expense and that there are other ways to alert people and be cost efficient.  The board directed Chief Alig to move forward with the change to Hyper Reach and present it at the next meeting.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported on behalf of the Service Department that there were some issues regarding drug testing with an employee and would like to adjust the salary for a week and a half for Chris Hildebrand when he was acting supervisor.  Nick Brusky made a motion to adjust the salary wages for Chris Hildebrand for the time when he served as acting supervisor in the Service Department from February 9 through February 18, 2015, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
With respect to the Administration, she reported that she received the tax exempt status on township building and will receive a refund on the taxes from 2012-2014.  A letter was also received from the coroner stating that they are going to start charging the township for the removal of dead bodies that are not claimed.  She also noted that she has obtained a cost for the engineering plans for the Willowbrook Subdivision which will be presented at the next meeting in addition to all the signs that need to be approved for the grant through the State of Ohio.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer reported that he received a letter from Wright State University that Raider Country Night will be held February 26th   at the Nutter Center.
Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that he has attended the Ohio House of Representatives Local Government Committee hearings every Tuesday at 10 AM.  He stated that we need to increase our interactions with the OTA and the services they provide.  He also mentioned that House Bill 5 is now before them pertaining to shared services with the State Auditor and forward any information.  He indicated that his other concern was with how much we were spending on data for email in the work environment. He explained that he had information about this and would forward the links as well.
Trustee, Doug Orange wanted to gives his thanks for the Fire Department for the research on the on the sirens and a reminder that the President’s Club dinner will be this Thursday.
Trustee, Michael Lang gave his appreciation for the snow plows on Saturday and also to remind people that Aullwood Farm is a great local resource for meat.
