Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A new contractor will be selected to complete the project ASAP.  She noted that she has not heard anything new regarding the opening of McAlister’s Deli.  She received an update on Mr. Klaben’s property that they will be placing a dumpster there early next week to clean the property of debris and in regards to the pipes they indicated they would like those installed.

Chief Alig reported that Captain Blakesly has submitted his intent to retire March 18, 2015. He has been with the department for 39 years and we would like to schedule an open house/award ceremony with more information forthcoming.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee had no further business to report on behalf of the Service Department. With respect to the Administration, she reported no further business at this time.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that he had attended OTA and obtained important information. 
Trustee, Doug Orange questioned what our power is over Jackson Road, pertaining to the semi- trucks at the P&G facility.  Ms. Lapensee stated that she has looked up the weight limit on Jackson Road and the County can lower the weight limit on the streets. Trustee, Nick Brusky indicated that he had contacted the Motor Carry Enforcement District Office which would enforce the area.  There was a brief discussion on this matter. 
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that he had emailed Paul Gruner regarding Jackson Road with P&G opening up that trash has already starting appearing on the side of the road and ask if P&G adopt that side of the road for clean-up in hopes that they will be good neighbors.  He further mentioned that the Turtlecreek neighborhood watch meeting met a week ago with Officer Carter in attendance.  He stated that Meeker Road is closed as of today and he requested that the Administrator check into the costs of LED lights for Miller Lane Business District.
