 MINUTES, WEEK OF JANUARY 27, 2020
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, January 27, 2020, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President called the meeting to order.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
OATH OF OFFICE
The Oath of Office was presented and read into record by Fiscal Officer, Mark Adams on behalf of the newly elected Trustee, Missy Pruszynski who was sworn into office as Township Trustee, effective January 1, 2020.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The tabled Workshop Minutes of December 9, 2019, Workshop Session, were re-submitted for approval. Ken Betz made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of December 9, 2019, as re-submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion.

The Minutes of December 30, 2019, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Ken Betz made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of December 30, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion.

PRESENTATION
John Morris, Montgomery County Township Association President and Trustee at Miami Township wanted to welcome the newly elected Trustee, Missy Pruszynski. He noted that the purpose of any association is to represent a body of individuals who serve as the members with that association and the MCTA serves the 9 townships within Montgomery County. He noted that the association works for all of the townships to provide a stronger voice united. He provided an updated schedule of changes for 2020 including quarterly meetings and modified meeting times, to try to accommodate everyone schedules. He also mentioned that the dinners will be eliminated. He also encouraged anyone interested to serve on the boards and committees and to attend the meetings.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no comments from the audience at this time.
 ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #20-01 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution establishes a $0.25 increase per month for 2020 for residential waste collection, effective the second billing cycle in 2020.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.
Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-01, Resolution Rescinding Resolution No. 18-62 for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Fees and Establishing Fees for 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-01 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-02 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution approves the purchase of a 2019 John Deere Gator for the Service Department to use in Polk Gove Cemetery. This will replace the old 2000 Gator currently being used, which will be sold on GovDeals in the future. The total cost of the Gator is $13,681.89. The budgeted amount was $11,000, therefore funds will be moved from supplies to make up the difference of $2,681.89.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-02, Resolution Authorizing the Service Director to Purchase One John Deere Gator for the Service Department from Boone’s Power Equipment, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-02 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-03 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution is for the 2019 ODOT Mileage Certification for the township roadways. The township mileage total is 45.846 miles. There was a .015 mile adjustment, from last year, due to an error in calculation that was added to Harrison Township.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-03, Resolution Accepting the 2019 Annual Township Highway System Mileage Certification as Verified by the County Engineer’s Office, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-03 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-04 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated Jan-Pro has provided the township administrator with a quote of $875 per month for cleaning services at the township government center. Formerly, the General Fund was paying for half of a service worker salary in order for the Service Department to provide cleaning services. It was determined that the service workers will be better utilized out on the roads. In 2016, the township contracted for cleaning services at $890 per month. She noted that if the services do not work out, there is a 30 day opt out clause and the contract is for one year.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-04, Resolution Authorizing the Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Jan-Pro for Cleaning Services at the Township Government Center, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-04 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-05 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the Police Chief proposed the replacement of in-car and body cameras as part of the Police Department’s Capital Purchase Plan for 2020. The purchase includes 4 in-car camera units and 8 integrated body cameras, as well as associated costs, in the amount of $36,805. 
Police Chief Porter noted that this item was a budgeted item from the 10 year Capital Improvement Plan. He stated that this change began approximately 2 years ago where half the cars have the watch guard systems now and the body cams will be integrated with the system to perform a better up-to-date technology.
Trustee, Ken Betz questioned where the data was stored and for how long. Chief Porter stated that the data is stored on a hard drive stored at the Police Department, and later would like to obtain an off-site back-up system. He further clarified that the retention period for the data is 30 days unless marked for special cases. 
Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-05, Resolution Authorizing the Police Chief to Purchase Replacement In-Car Camera Systems and New Body Camera Systems from Watch-Guard, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-05 was approved, 3-0. 
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Service Director, Jeff Barnett expressed his appreciation to the trustees for the purchase for the gator that was essential in the Service Department.
Police Chief, John Porter reported recently the trustees approved a Memorandum of Understanding with Montgomery County Alcohol, Drug Addition & Mental Health Services (ADAMHS) for the development of the CIT Mobile Crisis Response Pilot Program. He stated that this is a joint collaboration between Montgomery County ADAMHS, South Community, and City of Vandalia. He explained that it is 100% funded by a grant through ADAMHS, which provides a licensed mental health professional/specialist for both communities to address citizens experiencing mental health issues with necessary follow-up. He noted that currently this will be a 1 year pilot program beginning in February and there would be MOUs to approve at the next regular meeting.
Fire Chief, Dan Alig had no further business to report.  
Fiscal Officer, Mark Adams had no further business to report.

Trustee, Missy Pruszynski wanted to thank family and friends for their support and help over the last several months. She also wanted to thank the community for their confidence and noted she is excited and is looking forward to serving Butler Township. Lastly, she wanted to give her appreciation to everyone who took their time to come to the meeting.
Trustee, Ken Betz wanted to welcome the newest member to board. He also wanted to give his appreciation to the Zoning Officer on a problem that was resolved in his neighborhood and that he had received some positive comments from the residents on the matter.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported last Friday Les Bernard passed away. He stated that Les worked for the Butler Township Police Department as a Sergeant and was also a township resident. He noted that Les started with the township 36 years ago today and had worked with several other local jurisdictions. He further acknowledged that it was very sad to hear of his passing and noted that Les was an outstanding person. Trustee Lang also wanted to thank the Administrator, Service Department and the Fire Chief for the installation of sound panels to the meeting room.

Administrator, Erika Vogel wanted to announce that there will be two new service workers that will be starting for the Service Department in the next month. This will fill the vacant position and one additional position approved for the department bring the staffing up to 7 full-time. 
Missy Pruszynski reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion for approval to adjourn the meeting at 7:24p.m., with Ken Betz seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
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
