 MINUTES, WEEK OF JANUARY 12, 2015   
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, January 12, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of December 29, 2014, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of the Regular Session Minutes of December 29, 2014, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

NEW BUSINESS
Richard Heyne, Zoning Commission and Pete Baldauf, Board of Zoning Appeals, were sworn into office for the renewal of their terms beginning January 1, 2015 and ending December 31, 2019.  Tim Stammen, Zoning Commission was sworn into office to fill the unexpired term of Melody Davis ending December 31, 2018.
Resolution #15-01 was submitted for approval Retaining Wanda L. Carter.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-01, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-02 was submitted for approval that Butler Township will No Longer Pick-up the Statutorily Required Contribution to the Ohio Police and Fire Pension Funds for the Union Employees of Butler Township Pursuant to Internal Revenue Code Section 414(h)(2).  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-02, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

A request was made to delegate members to the Volunteer Firefighters Dependent Fund for 2015.  Doug Orange made a motion to nominate Nick Brusky, Chair and Michael Lang, Secretary for the 2015 Volunteer Firefighters Dependent Fund, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel provided details on a formal request submitted by Verizon Wireless to permit a new cell tower to be constructed at 9334 Peters Pike, Tackett Tree Service (old Schaffer’s Nursery).  She indicated that the property is currently zoned residential and noted that under the ORC, towers are exempt from Township zoning regulations in all districts, except for residential.  While the property is a commercial use, the current zoning classification is R-1 single family residential.  The applicant has properly notified surrounding property owners, which includes the township by certified mail and asking if there were any objections.
Ronald Hertlein, LAB Development, agent for Verizon Wireless and Crown Castle International, wanted to clarify that the cell tower that is being proposed is a joint proposal between Verizon Wireless and Crown Castle Towers.  He stated that Verizon Wireless will be the user of the tower but the actual owner will be Crown Castle Towers.  He stated that this will be a standard pole and they have secured approval from the FAA, which will permit the proposed tower at a height no taller than 140 feet.  He stated that they are proposing to locate the tower centrally on the property +250’ from all property lines.  He noted that they have not received any negative responses or objections to the cell tower.
Nick Brusky questioned if Crown Castle at any time would put another cell phone carrier to the antenna.  Ronald Hertlein stated yes, that the cell tower would be designed to permit other carriers.  
Doug Orange also expressed his concerns regarding FAA approval and notifications of the surrounding property owners regarding any objections.  He noted his opinion that the appropriate action to take should be to rezone the property, because they are operating a commercial business in a residential district and now requesting the placement of a commercial cell tower on that same property.  If they decide to request to rezone the property to commercial, they do not need to come back to the board for approval and then they would in line with the area. 
Erika Vogel stated that there was previous discussion on that matter; however the owner was unsure about rezoning the property at this time.  It was noted that since there is a commercial business being occupied from that location that it would be a good idea to rezone and the business to conform to the zoning regulations.
Nick Brusky indicated that he has no objection of the cell tower being located in a residential district.

Michael Lang indicated that at this time it makes more sense to leave the property residential and approve the proposed cell tower.

There was a continued discussion among the board and the applicant; in conclusion the board having no objections of the proposed cell tower being permitted to be located at 9334 Peters Pike.
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Alig had no further business to report at this time.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee had no further business to report on behalf of the Service Department. With respect to the Administration, she reported of an upcoming meeting on February 11th at 3pm with the business community to discuss lighting on Miller Lane.  She mentioned that they have received a cost to install lighting and need to set a public hearing date to discuss the process.  It was mentioned they needed 51% of property owners to sign the assessment and that it cannot be the business owner.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer noted that the MCTA meeting will be on January 22nd and the need to RSVP.
Trustee, Nick Brusky had no further business to report at this time.

Trustee, Doug Orange had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang inquired on the status of the Township Grant Sign Program.  He noted a possible need of a LED warning and/or enhancing the area of Meeker/Frederick and Dog Leg/Frederick.  Administrator, Kim Lapensee stated that she is awaiting a response from Doug Brunk on any intersection that need to be upgraded.
AUDIENCE

Tom Ziegler, 2420 Old Springfield Road, wanted to know if the township was going to submit an opposition letter regarding the new proposed rail extension and if he can obtain an electronic copy.  Mr. Orange noted that Ms. Lapensee would have a copy of such letter which was discussed at their meeting held in December that directed Ms. Lapensee to submit the township’s concerns.  Mr. Ziegler also questioned about the agreement with the Montgomery County TID.  Mr. Orange explained that the agreement was in the event if there was anything going on related to the airport that all the surrounding government entities would meet to discuss what was going on.   In regards to the P&G building it didn’t happen that way and that Butler Township has lost faith with them.  Mr. Orange expressed that the township does have several concerns and will make note of them all in the letter.  Finally, Mr. Ziegler questioned if Butler Township was going to pay dues to the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission.  Mr. Orange stated that they withdrew with Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission last year and did not join this year. 
Pete Baldauf, 3887 Reinwood Drive, had a question regarding the annual cost of the proposed street lighting on Miller Lane.   He stated that he is not opposed to the lighting; however they do have a buffer between them and Miller Lane.  He questioned what the advantage it would be as a residential property owner. Ms. Lapensee stated the annual cost would be approximately $ 33,000 and there are 4-5 parcels that back up to Miller Lane that would be involved and the cost would be split by lot frontage.  Ms. Lapensee noted that the public hearing would be set up sometime in March. Mr. Orange stated that the proposed lighting would definitively help the Miller Lane district and the businesses would pay on an annual basis’s, but not sure if the 51% could be obtained by the property owners.  
EXECTIVE SESSION

Nick Brusky made a motion for approval to recess into Executive Session for discussion of personnel relating to Police Department contract negotiations and the sale of real estate, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
