The Board of Trustees met on Monday, January 26, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of January 12, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of the Regular Session Minutes of January 12, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #15-03 was submitted for approval Finding It necessary to Approve Permanent Appropriations, the Revenue Budget and Certificate of the Total Amount from all Sources Available for Expenditure and Balances for Butler Township During the Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2015.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-03, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-04 was submitted for approval authorizing the Transfer of $170,000.00 to the Police Fund as Appropriated for FY2015 from the General Fund.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-04, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-05 was submitted for approval authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into a Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP of Ohio, Ohio labor Council, Inc. (OLC).  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-05, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
A Proclamation was submitted on behalf of Tim Stammen, as the recipient of Presidents Club 2015 Distinguished Service Award.  However, it was noted that the President’s Club meeting has been rescheduled to February 26, 2015.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of the Proclamation for the 2015 Distinguished Service Award to Tim Stammen and proclaiming the week of March 1-7, 2015, as Tim Stammen Week in Butler Township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that Joe Dranschak with the Vandalia-Butler Historical Society contacted her wondering if there were any plans for the upcoming Township’s Bicentennial in 2017.  She noted that they would like to be involved if there is any event, such as planning committees and to contact her if there are any ideas. 
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.
Chief Alig had no further business to report at this time.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee had no further business to report on behalf of the Service Department. With respect to the Administration, she reported there was a correction to the business district lighting meeting which will be February 11th and to hold public hearings the last meeting in February to discuss possible costs and creation of the districts.  She mentioned that the P&G facility will be opening February 1 and the street lights were turned on this past week.  She noted that the City of Union reported initially there will only be 500 to 700 trucks a days instead of the 2,500 trucks.  Ms. Lapensee further reported that the TID received preliminary TRAC approval for improvements to State Route 40 from Dog Leg Road to Peters, which includes improvements to the airport access road and the ramps. She stated that other improvements have been proposed for Old Springfield, Peters, Lightner and N. Dixie Drive and we may see them in future TRAC applications by the TID.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer wanted to offer his thanks to the township for providing food for the MCTA meeting.
Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that he had received his wellness report and he noted how positive the program is for employees who participated.  He also stated that he would like the administration to look into the fees for Medicare and Medicaid programs and to give his appreciation to staff for all the hard work that went with the FOP and Police contract negotiations.
Trustee, Doug Orange had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang requested an update on the demolition of the Villager Inn.  Ms. Vogel reported that she would contact the contractor and obtain an update regarding the asbestosis issues.  Mr. Lang stated that it was enjoyable to host the MCTA meeting and a reminder that the signs for the upcoming road closures.  It was noted that both Meeker and the bridge at Heathcliff will be closed for approximately 120 days.
