The Board of Trustees met on Monday, July 13, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:01pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Kimberly Lapensee, Township Administrator, provided details that the county has been working on revising the documents for Radio Council Governments for over a year.  This will be the final version.  They have asked the township to adopt a resolution and enter into an agreement with them by September 3, 2015.  The township has one more meeting in August before that date.  Staff is requesting the trustees to look over the agreement and if you have questions or suggestion they could be sent to the County.  Ms. Lapensee noted that they had legal counsel review the documents. She noted that each jurisdiction who participates will be entitled to one representative and alternate for those persons shall be appointed by the legislative authority for each jurisdiction.  We can cancel our membership at any time but must give 180 days of notice to the COG.
