MINUTES, WEEK OF JUNE 10, 2015
The Board of Trustees met on Wednesday, June 10, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of May 26, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of May 26, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

The Minutes of May 26, 2015, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of May 26, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

NEW BUSINESS
Joe Dranschak, 1328 Cornish Drive, and he stated that he is the current President with the Vandalia-Butler Historical Society.  He briefly discussed the upcoming 200 Year Anniversary of Vandalia-Butler. He also noted that there is log cabin located on Kershner Road that may have been the first log cabin built in Butler Township. He is requesting further discussion and the township for financial assistance to help the move the location of the cabin to Historical Society property.
Oath of Office – Zorro. Mr. Orange swore in Full Time Police Canine Officer Zorro.

Chief Cresie wanted to recognize Jason Thorn, D.V.M and Herb Tinney, D.V.M. with Dixie Veterinary Clinic who has graciously provided free medical care for Zorro.  He also indicated that they have also collected over $1,000 from the residents of the township to provide a bullet/knife proof vest for Zorro.  Also, the American Legion Post #668 who kindly donated $2,000 toward the cost of the program and the Township Trustees for their support and provided the availability of the equipment to adapt one of our existing cars.
Resolution #15-049 was submitted Accepting the Voluntary Resignation of Officer Michael Day and Appointing Auxiliary Officer Scott Hammond to the Position of Police Officer.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-049, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-050 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Clune Consulting Services for the I-75 Benchwood/Wyse ROW Beautification Project.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-050, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-051 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Purchase One (1) New 2016 McCoy Mill Ford Ambulance and Necessary Accessories from Burgess Ambulance Sales for the Fire Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-051, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-052 was submitted Authorizing the Refund in the Amount of One Thousand Three Hundred Forty-Eight Dollars and Ninety-Three Cents ($1,348.93) to Danny Fletcher who Resides at 3575 Maxton Road for Lighting District Payment that there Incorrectly Assessed from 2009 to 2014.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-052, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
Resolution #15-053 was submitted Appointing Todd Cockerell to the Position of Volunteer Fire-Fighter in the Fire Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-053, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-054 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter Into a Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Teamsters Local 957.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-054, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that the Cruise-In has been rescheduled for August 22nd from 10am to 3pm.  She noted that she was conducted by Spanish Villas concerning noise from music at Wing’s located on N. Dixie.  She indicated to the board that the situation will be looked into further and she would at a later date follow up.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.

Chief Alig reported on resignations of Jim Petry with 15 years of service and Bryan Sowers with 17 years of service with the Fire Department.  He updated that at the last meeting they were able to bring on 2 volunteers and a part-time person, but they are still trying to recruit.  He noted that the vacant Captain’s Positon maybe finalize soon with a recommendation for a new hire and would like board direction to move forward.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee had no business to report on behalf of the Service Department. With respect to the Administration, she reported the Air Show parade will be on June 19th and shirts have been order and hopefully distributed before that date.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer had no further business to report at this time.

Trustee, Nick Brusky stated that he has contacted OTA regarding Home Rule and they provided a list of other Home Rule Township’s.  He concerns was the enforcement of noise and will follow up with a possible discussion at the next meeting.  He went further to state that he has been approached by George Moorman and Dick Martin on conducting a survey on the development at P&G and what affects it holds for the future.  Michael Lang stated that it should be discussed at an upcoming meeting, so that it can be taken care of correctly.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported on the pouring of the deck for the Healthcliff Bridge Project and for any updates to go to the Montgomery County Engineers website.  He mentioned once again not to forget about the Buckhorn Tavern, the upcoming Dayton Airshow on June 20th and 21st and the Taste of the Crossroads with the Chamber on June 23rd held at the Vandalia Rec Center.
Trustee, Doug Orange provided an update that the township’s CDBG application was denied.  He stated that there were 20 submissions for funding. He explained further that he did however, receive a commitment of $50,000 and that the township would need to revise the submission request to meet the criteria.

Tracy Thompson, 3034 Benchwood Road, stated her concerns were on the visibility of address numbers on the homes in her area.  She stated that some of the addresses are hard to see from the street and at night and something should be done.  She further commented that at 3028 Benchwood Road were overgrown bushes that the zoning department needs to address.  It was noted to her that the township will look into these matters and address her concerns.
George Stevens, 6072 Deerfield Street, stated his concerns were that the police officers working 12-18 hours shifts.  He stated his fears that it could be stressful on the officers and not good for the township.  It was mentioned by the Township Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee that that working of the 12 hour shifts saved the township over 35% in overtime in the police budget.
