 MINUTES, WEEK OF MARCH 25, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, March 25, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of February 25, 2019, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Michael Lang made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of February 25, 2019, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and approving the motion.

PUBLIC HEARING
Public Hearing for Case #ZC 1-19 was open. Initiated by The Estate of James P. Conde, Owner, by Jerry Brock, Esq., Administrator, Gottschlich & Portune, LLLP, Attorneys at Law, 201 East Sixth Street, Dayton, OH 45402-2836. The request is for a zoning district classification change and zoning map amendment from “R-1” Single Family Residential District to “LCS-2” Local Service Commercial District. Property is located at 3295 Benchwood Road, A01 00314 0170.
The recommendation from Montgomery County Planning Commission and the Butler Township Zoning Commission was read into record; both recommended approval of the zoning district classification change.
The Public Hearing was opened for review and discussion. A request was made for proponents and/or opponents to address the board with comments and /or questions; there were none.  A request was made for comments and/or questions from the Board of Trustees and Staff.  
There was no further discussion; the Public Hearing was closed for discussion. The Board of Trustees noted their position on the case as favorable and noted they would proceed with approval of Case #ZC 1-19.  

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Case #ZC 1-19, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Kenneth Betz – Yes, Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Case #ZC 1-19 was approved 3-0.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no comments from the audience at this time.
ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #19-07 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the property is located immediately west of the Burger King on Benchwood Road. The property is surrounded by commercially zoned property to the north, south, and east. There are 4 more residential properties along Benchwood Road, the west of the property, which will most likely see future zoning changes. Any new development on the parcel will require dedication of right-of-way along Benchwood Road, like the Burger King property. The County Planning Commission and the Butler Township Zoning Commission have both recommended approval of the rezoning.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-07, Resolution Approving ZC 1-19, the Rezoning and Map Amendment for Parcel No. A01 00314 0170 at 3295 Benchwood Road from R-1, Single Family Residential to LC/S-2, Local Commercial Service, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-07 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-08 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel explained this would add 1 Full Time FF/Paramedic position to our staffing. During the last round of interviews, there were 2 very qualified candidates. While the Chief had only planned for one position, this opened up a good opportunity to try to stabilize the staffing, with the loss of several part time employees recently. The average cost of a new FT FF/Paramedic is approximately $80k. The final appropriations have been amended to accommodate the additional salary and benefits necessary.
Trustee, Michael Lang noted that this is a good idea and is pleased with the direction the department is moving.
Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-08, Resolution Authorizing the Fire Department to Increase Staffing from 17 to 18 Full-Time Positions, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-08 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-09 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel made a recommendation that the revisions to the Township’s Personnel Policy Manual be removed from the agenda at this time.
Resolution #19-10 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the appropriations were adjusted in the Police Fund to accommodate the increase for Crime Lab services. An appropriation was also added for a payment to Crime Stoppers from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund. The Fire Department’s budget was amended to account for increases for salaries and benefits for the 18th full time position. The Enterprise Fund (Trash) appropriation was increased by $2,000, for potential increased service cost from Software Solutions, which is currently being evaluated. The total appropriations budget is $11,609,769.31. Revenue was adjusted for funds received for the York Center Drive construction project. The total revenue budget is $11,558,588.36
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-10, Resolution Approving Permanent Appropriations, Revenue Budget, and Certificate of the Total Amount from all Sources Available for Expenditure and Balances for Butler Township during Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-10 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-11 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the item was recently added with two quotes. She noted that Boone’s Power Equipment was under the State Bid Pricing by $110, total cost $9,494.74, to be funded from the Cemetery Fund (#2041) as budgeted and per the Capital Purchase Plan.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-11, Resolution Authorizing the Service Director to Purchase One (1) John Deere Lawn Mower from Boone’s Power Equipment, Inc., as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-11 was approved, 3-0.

Fire Chief Alig gave his appreciation to the Board on the approval of the Resolution to increase staffing in the Fire Department.

Trustee, Ken Betz reported that a presentation was done for Vandalia-Butler School for receiving the honor of Bowling Champions for the State of Ohio.
Administrator, Erika Vogel noted that Trustee, Betz recorded the presentation from the Annual State of the Township, which can be placed on the website and noted that April 24th is the Annual Engineer’s Dinner.
Service Department Director, Jeff Barnett reported that they completed the cemetery clean-up and expressed his appreciation for the approval of the new mower. He noted that they are currently working on a schedule to repair pot holes.
Joseph Flanagan reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
