     MINUTES, WEEK OF MAY 26, 2020
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, May 26, 2020, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton Ohio, at 6:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Mike Lang, President called the meeting to order.
Fiscal Officer, Greg Brush was excused from the meeting.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of April 28, 2020, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of April 28, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.

The Minutes of May 12, 2020, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of May 12, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Township Resident, Jennifer Kiser, 2737 Willow Ridge was duly sworn and stated that she had concerns regarding the high grass and weeds at the Dayton Memorial Park Cemetery. She stated that she had spoken to the Zoning Inspector and also to the cemetery about maintaining the property that has been an ongoing problem for over the past 3 years. 

Administrator, Erika Vogel got clarification on location of the high grass and noted that it is in the undeveloped area of the cemetery. She noted that she and the Service Director will check out the property. She stated that the cemetery is having some financial issues and she had spoken to the cemetery and asked them to mow off the property line 50 feet on the undeveloped portions. She did acknowledge that they would come up with a solution pertaining to the high grass and weeds.
Trustee, Mike Lang stated that per the (ORC) Ohio Revised Code if the cemetery does go under the township would then have the responsibility to maintain it. He stated that at this time the township does not have the funds available to sustain the cemetery, and if they did it would put a hardship on the township funds.

PRESENTATION

Scott Belcastro, with Trebel, LLC provided a brief summary of the Electric Aggregation, which is a discounted electric rate through group purchasing. He stated that Dynegy has been serving the township’s program for the past couple of years and has done very well. He stated they are looking at renewing in August. He noted that he had earlier provided some information to the board regarding their bid. He indicated that the trustees would need to renew or solicit bids from various providers for electric rates.
ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #20-14 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated Chief Alig had proposed a new medic purchase in 2020. The cost would be $189,196, with applicable rebates. She noted that $170,000 was budgeted for the medic; however there were some additional funding available as other items will not need to be purchased. She noted the new medic would replace the 2012 Ford McCoy Miller medic that has 106,000 miles and will be kept as a backup. Fire Chief Alig has requested that amount not to exceed $192,000 be approved, in case there are necessary changes.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-14, Resolution Authorizing the Fire Chief to Purchase One New 2021 Road Rescue Medic from Burgess Ambulance Sales, Inc. for the Fire Department, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-14 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #20-15 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that this project involves relocating the Towne Center Drive bus stop in front of Home 2 Suites, to the Wal-Mart parking lot, on the south side of the building. She noted that after reviewing the plans for the RTA Bus Stop project, it was determined that an engineering firm would design the modifications prior to getting quotes. She stated that Choice One who has done previous work on Towne Center and York Center Drives, would do the design work at a cost not to exceed $3,800.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve Resolution #20-15, Resolution Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Choice One Engineering for Design Services for the Towne Center Drive RTA Bus Stop Relocation Project, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Resolution #20-15 was approved, 3-0. 
Missy Pruszynski made a motion to approve the attached list of computer items surplus in the Fire Department and authorize to be sold on GovDeals, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Missy Pruszynski made a motion to authorize the Administrator to Solicit Bids for the Residential Solid Waste Collection Service Agreement for a 5 Year Term Beginning October 1, 2020, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Informal Business:
Trustee, Missy Pruszynski had no further business to report.
Trustee, Ken Betz had no further business to report.
Trustee, Mike Lang had no further business to report.
Township Administrator, Erika Vogel had no further business to report.

Missy Pruszynski reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion for approval to adjourn the meeting at 6:49p.m., with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
Missy Pruszynski made a motion to re-open the Tuesday, May 26, 2020 meeting at 7:02p.m., with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.

Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Trustee, Mike Lang stated for the record the meeting was re-open to discuss what to do regarding the renewal of Trebel, the Township Energy Aggregation and presentation presented earlier in the meeting.
Township Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that currently the lowest rate for residents when researching was a 12 month contract with Volunteer Energy at a rate of .04403 would be a good option.
Trustee, Mike Lang stated for the record that the township residents voted in Aggregation and proceeding with a shorter term does make more since and would be cost savings.

Trustee, Ken Betz concurred with Trustee, Mike Lang that he also liked the idea of cost savings with a shorter term.

Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that also on the new website there should be a page dedicated to Energy Aggregation with a Q&A that would possibly help people get more familiar with it.

Missy Pruszynski made a motion to Enter into an Agreement with Volunteer Energy for 12 months at a rate of .04403, with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.

Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Mike Lang – Yes, and Missy Pruszynski – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Missy Pruszynski made a motion for approval to adjourn the meeting at 7:05p.m., with Ken Betz seconding and Mike Lang approving the motion.
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
