APPROVAL OF MINUTES

NEW BUSINESS
PRESENTATION – SOLID WASTE DISTRICT
Barbara Asberry provided details about new changes within the Solid Waste District and that she is the representative for Butler Township.  She noted that they are currently operating only 1 waste transfer facility located in City of Moraine.  She stated that facility has under gone extensive renovations last year and they provide waste disposal, household hazardous waste recycling and other educational programs at that location.  In December they closed the operations at the north transfer facility and consolidated all of those services to the facility in Moraine.  She mentioned new items to the transfer station are an external yard drop off that is adjacent to the recycling canopy, which is now free for all Montgomery County residents.  They are currently in the processing of constructing a compressed natural gas fueling station with completion March 2016; which will be a public facility.  She indicated that last year they opened up their new Environmental Learning Center, that facility is a demonstration building that teaches school groups about recycling and waste management.  She also noted some other programs available about illegal dumping.  She mentioned several opportunities for different business incentives, recycling, EPA and beautification grants and that those applications are due by end of March.  There was a continue discussion; no action taken at this time.
A Proclamation for National Fair Housing Month was read into record.  April 11, 2015 marks the 47th Anniversary of the passage of the U.S. Fair Housing Law.  The Board of Trustees proclaims the month of April 2015 as Fair Housing Month & urges all citizens to understand and exercise their right to equal housing opportunity.

Resolution #15-021 was submitted for approval Authorizing the Township Administrator to Apply for Township Systematic Safety Signage Upgrade Grant Funds Through the Ohio Department of Transportation.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-021, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

A Proclamation was presented for the Retirement Recognition of Captain Mike Blakesly.  After an extensive career in the Fire Department, Mike will retire from his positon as Captain with Butler Township.  The details of the Proclamation were read into record, designating the week of March 15th in his honor, recognizing the years of service, dedication, and achievements by Captain Blakesly.
