MINUTES, WEEK OF MAY 26, 2015
The Board of Trustees met on Tuesday, May 26, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of May 11, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of May 11, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #15-044 was submitted Authorizing the Repayment of Bonds $44,2214.00 from the Harson TIF Fund #2902 to the General Fund #1000 as Appropriated for FY2015. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-044, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-045 was submitted Appointing Peter Yorgen to the Position of Seasonal Help in the Township’s Service Department and to Amend that Resolution to add up to 5 Seasonal Help Employees.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-045, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-046 was submitted Appointing Victoria Miller, Dale Lavey to the Position of Volunteer Firefighters and Conner Matlock as a Part-Time Firefighter with the Township’s Fire Department.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-046, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-047 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into an Agreement with Bladecutter’s Lawn Service Not Exceeding $25,000 for Grass Cutting and Landscaping Services throughout the Township including Township Owned Properties, and Certain Right-of-Ways.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-047, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-048 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding Between Butler Township Trustees and Perry and Associates to Perform the Audit for Butler Township.  Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-048, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that the BZA approved a Conditional Use request for a proposed RV Storage Facility, located at 11710 Peters Pike, which is just north of the Airport.  She noted that this storage facility will be marketed toward higher end RVs and will not have any outdoor storage.  She also made mention that McAlister’s Deli is planning to have their grand opening mid-July and Springhill Suites plans to start construction the first week of June.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.

Chief Alig updated the board on the part-time hiring in the Fire Department.  He indicated that they are officially out of applicants and it is the first time this has ever happened.  Student enrollment is down for Paramedic/EMT Firefighter class.  He noted applications are on-line and he will bring the board more information on the subject at a later date.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee had no business to report on behalf of the Service Department. With respect to the Administration, she reported the Air Show parade will be on June 19th and June 23rd will be the Taste of Vandalia/Butler. 
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer had no further business to report at this time.

Trustee, Nick Brusky had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that he and Ms. Lapensee meet with the new City Manager of Dayton and it was a well-informed meeting.

Trustee, Doug Orange reported that there is a CDGB meeting on June 10th.   He also mentioned that there were conflicts with the regular scheduled meeting night in June and it was suggested to move the date to June 10, 2015.  He stated that the board will be on summer schedule June, July and August and will only meet the second week of each month. 
Trustee, Nicky Brusky made a motion to move the regular schedule from Monday, June 8th to Wednesday, June 10th at 7pm, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

Russ Stipek, township resident stated that at 3115 Cricket Lane is a vacant house that has high grass and weeds.
Danny Armstrong, 1921 N. Sunnyridge Road, questioned Resolution #15-047 on the grass cutting services with Bladecutter’s Lawn Service not exceeding $25,000.   Trustee, Nick Brusky explained that the township is contracting part of the mowing service to a private contractor instead of hiring additional employees in the Service Department by recent vacancies.  Mr. Armstrong stated he had additional questions regarding Resolution #15-048.  Township Administrator, Kim Lapensee explained that it is a routine audit that the State of Ohio requires it and the township is audited every two years.   He indicated that he would also contact Township Administrator at a later date to discuss it in detail.  Mr. Armstrong apologized for not stating his address at the last meeting and noted his concerns regarding the loud music again.  He stated that he does not want to give the police his name, address and phone number when he reports the loud music.  Trustee, Michael Lange suggested that he can refuse to give it and that it is normal procedure they follow.
