Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order.
Mark Adams, Fascial Officer was excused from the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of October 28, 2019, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of October 28, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

 ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the headset purchase was a planned capital purchase for 2019, through the Capital Reserve Fund #2112, and will permit the purchase of two hard-wired David Clark headsets which will be installed on the two first out engines for a total of $13, 700.76.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-45, Resolution Authorizing the Fire Chief to Enter Into an Agreement with P&R Communications to Purchase Two David Clark Hard-Wired Headsets, LLC, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Erika Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-45 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-46 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated the attached EDGE Agreement will be in effect for 10 years and involves increased funding, new evaluation procedures for awarding funds, new reimbursement criteria, agreements between projects and associated jurisdictions and off-cycle submittal options. The revised agreement is attached, as well as a list of the past funding projects through EDGE. There is no change in the Government Equity portion of the project at this time.

The total cost of the Track Loader and necessary equipment shall not exceed $83,751.01.
