  MINUTES, WEEK OF NOVEMBER 23, 2015
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, November 23, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
Nick Brusky was absent from the meeting.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of November 9, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Michael Lang made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of November 9, 2015, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the motion. 

The Minutes of November 16, 2015, Special Session, were submitted for approval.  Michael Lang made a motion to approve the Special Session Minutes of November 16, 2015, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the motion. 
NEW BUSINESS
Second Public Hearing for Authorization of an Additional Motor Vehicle License Tax

Township Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee explained that this is the second reading for the Authorization of an Additional Motor Vehicle License Tax that was introduced in prior budget meetings and it has been advertised for two public hearings. The first hearing was held on November 16, 2015 at 5:00 p.m.
The Public Hearing was opened for review and discussion.  
Doug Orange stated the Board of Township Trustees of Butler Township, Montgomery County will hold a public hearing on November 16th at 5:00 p.m. and November 23rd at 7:00 p.m. to discuss whether or not the Board should levy an additional annual license tax upon the operation of motor vehicles on the public roads and highways in the unincorporated area of the township at the rate of five dollars ($5.00) per motor vehicle on all motor vehicles the owners of which reside in the unincorporated area of the Township.

If this new license tax is approved by the Board, the commencement of that additional tax shall begin with motor vehicle registrations on January 1, 2017. The additional monies generated by this tax shall pay for the following: paying the costs of enforcing and administering the tax; paying for the construction, reconstruction, improvement, maintenance, and repair of township roads, bridges, and culverts; paying for the purchasing, erecting, and maintaining traffic signs, markers, lights, and signals; paying for purchasing road machinery and equipment and planning, constructing, and maintaining suitable buildings to house such equipment; paying for any costs apportioned to the township under Section 4907.47 of the Ohio Revised Code; and to supplement revenue already available for such purposes. That tax shall be in addition to any other tax levied under the Ohio Revised Code concerning the same subject matter and by the Township. The new tax shall be collected in accordance with Section 4504.09 of the Ohio Revised Code by the Registrar of Motor Vehicles or a Deputy Registrar, at the same time that annual application for registration of a motor vehicle is made.

Townships historically receive 30% of all license plate fees collected. This new tax will be collected and 100% of the new revenue will be given to the township for its use. The township estimates that it will collected an additional $35,000 (3,500 households X 2 = 7,000 X $5 = $35,000) dollars per year in addition to the $30,000 that is presently collects.

A request was made for proponents and/or opponents to address the board with comments and/or questions; there were none.  A request was made for comments and/or questions from the Board of Trustees or staff; there were none.
There was no further discussion; therefore Michael Lang made a motion to close the Public Hearing with Doug Orange seconding and approving the motion.
Jacobs Engineering – Zoning Code Re-Write Update Presentation
Staff indicated that Paul Culter with Jacobs Engineering was going to talk about the Zoning Code update.  Staff presented the draft to the Zoning Commission and now to the trustees for review.  Staff indicated they will go through the list of items that needed revised. Staff further explained that this is a basic clean-up and re-organization of the code into a better format.
In April 2015, Butler Township retained the services of Jacobs to work with Administration on needed revisions to the Township Zoning Resolution.  This update is necessary so that the Regulations reflect the most current comprehensive plan for the Township, the Miller Lane/North Dixie Drive Corridor Plan, to resolve existing deficiencies and inconsistencies with the rules and regulations of the resolution and to ensure it is consistent with the federal state law.

Paul Culter went over the proposed amendments to the Zoning Resolution to the Zoning Commission on September 21st.  He indicated that the commission went over the proposed changes and he took any comments or recommendations on the proposed changes to the zoning code that are still in draft.  Copies of the proposed documents are attached; no action was taken at this time.
Resolution #15-087 was submitted to Approve a Mutual Aid Agreement with the City of Vandalia Police Department.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-087, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-088 was submitted to Revise Resolution 14-098 the Fee Payment Schedule for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal District.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-088, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-089 was submitted Authorizing the Levy of a Township Motor Vehicle Licensed Tax Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 4504.18.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-089, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.

Resolution #15-090 was submitted Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into a Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Butler Township Professional Fire Fighters International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF) Local 4491.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-090, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the resolution.

Kimberly Lapensee presented the revised Budget for FY2016.  She requested that the board review it for any questions or should it require further revisions.  She noted that she would like to have it approved at the next meeting so that we are ready to go in 2016.

Kimberly Lapensee stated that there proposed revisions to the Personnel Manual were included in your mailbox.  She noted that they went through all of the contracts and updated the personnel manual, so all the contracts would be unified. She noted that she would like to bring this before the board at the next meeting for review.
A request was submitted for approval of payment for vacation leave as per Township Policy, totaling (40) hours, on behalf of Kathy Baker in the Administration Department.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of payment for vacation hours, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the motion.

A request was submitted for approval of payment for vacation leave as per Section 19.106 of the CBA, totaling (40) hours, on behalf of Robert Todd in the Police Department.  Michael Lang made a motion for approval of payment for vacation hours, as submitted, with Doug Orange seconding and approving the motion.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that she received a Conditional Use from Dixie Veterinary Clinic to permit a Veterinary Clinic with fenced outdoor Animal Park and boarding facility at 8524 N. Dixie Drive on December 7th.
Chief Alig reported that the new medic arrived last week and it is out now for lettering and striping.  He noted that the new medic should be in service by the beginning of the year or sooner.
Chief Cresie had no further business to report at this time.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported on behalf of the Service Department that there were no issues to report at this time. With respect to the Administration, she reported no further business at this time.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang wanted to give his thanks to the Dayton Memorial Park Cemetery Board for the address he gave on Veteran’s Day and noted that he was really proud to be a part of it.
Trustee, Doug Orange had no further business to report at this time.
