He stated that the State has balanced their budget on the backs of local government and he is tired of the State telling us what to do and how to do it. He feels that local governments know how to run their agencies the best.
Mr. Brusky stated that with the passage of this resolution we are asserting local control. He believes that the State is doing is impacting our civil liberties and a more decentralized government is more successful.
