MINUTES, WEEK OF OCTOBER 10, 2016
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, October 10, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
Township Administrator, Erika Vogel currently on maternity leave and

Fiscal Officer, Mark Adams was absent.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of September 26, 2016, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of September 26, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

The Minutes of September 26, 2016, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of September 26, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC

John Ellis at 6212 Woodville asked for a recap on the hearing from the County Commissioners on the proposed annexation. Michael Lang stated that the City of Dayton and City of Union worked out an agreement in terms of splitting up the property. The City of Union cannot go any further south of US40 and the land annexed by the City of Dayton would still be in the JEDD. Mr. Ellis questioned if there were to be an incident requiring police or fire at the P&G facility who would respond. Michael Lang indicated that the City of Union would handle most calls but for larger catastrophic instances neighboring jurisdictions would also respond. Mr. Ellis also wanted to clarify that the next trustee meeting would be after the election. Michael Lang confirmed the meeting would be November 14th. Finally, Mr. Ellis requested an update on the situation at Wal-Mart. Chief Porter indicated that the suspects have been identified, other jurisdictions alerted and warrants issued. He noted that those individuals have had a history of arrests and may have left the state.
ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS
Resolution #16-64 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-64, to Revised Resolution No. 15-88, the Fee Payment Schedule for the Solid Waste Collections and Disposal District, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.
Michael Lang noted that there would be a $0.25 increase per month in order to keep the revenues in line with the contractual increases and operations of the trash department.
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote:  Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-64 was approved, 3-0. 

Resolution #16-65 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-65, Reorganizing Butler Township for 2017, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.

Joe Flanagan mentioned at the last meeting there was some discussion on how meetings should be set up for 2017. He stated that currently there are 2 regular meetings that are held twice a month. He proposes to change one of those meetings to a scheduled workshop instead of a regular meeting session for a 3 month trial. Michael Lang indicated that he had no problem meeting in the round as long as it is recorded; however he hesitates moving the meetings to only 1 meeting a month. He recommended leaving the schedule as is with 2 meetings a month with a workshop session if required. Nick Brusky stated that he likes the meetings recorded and does not want to incur any additional expenses but understands the point being made. He concurred with Mr. Lang with continuing the 2 trustee meetings a month with a workshop session if needed.
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote:  Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-65 was approved, 3-0.
Resolution #16-66 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-66, Authorizing the Township Administrator to Utilize the Services of Dayton Firefighters Credit Union for Providing Health Savings Accounts (HSA) For Full-Time Employees Who Elect the HSA Health Plan, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.
No discussion was made from the board on this item.
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-66 was approved, 3-0.

A request was submitted to enter into an Agreement with the Montgomery County OVI Task Force as a Participating Jurisdiction from October 1, 2016 through September 30, 2017. Joe Flanagan made a motion to enter into an Agreement with Montgomery County OVI Task Force as a Participating Jurisdiction from October 1, 2016 through September 30, 2017, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.

No discussion was made from the board on this item.

Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. The motion was approved, 3-0.

Acting Administrator, Dan Alig reported that there are Ballot Issue Information Sessions that are open to the residents to ask questions concerning the upcoming Police Levy, Home Rule and Energy Aggregation. The schedules for those sessions are Thursday, October 20th at 6:30pm, Tuesday, October 25th at 9am and November 3rd at 6:30pm.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Police Chief Porter reported that the Information Sessions are going well. He indicated that Police Levy signs have been ordered and if residents would like a sign to contact the Police Department. He noted that the newsletter and a flyer about the police levy should also be out in the mail this week.
Fire Chief Alig reported that both fire and police departments will be passing out candy on beggar’s night. He mentioned that this month they will provide an array of fire prevention activities.
Trustee, Joe Flanagan had no further business to report.

Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that he attended the Ballot Information Session this morning and found it to be very informative. He noted that this is a great way of promoting the upcoming ballot issues and also to introduce to the community the new Police Chief. 
Trustee, Michael Lang wanted to give his appreciation to all those who have help in promoting the police levy. He also stressed on the importance of the police levy passing and how imperative it is for the future of the police department, the township and the community. He further noted that the Chamber of Commerce will be holding their business event on October 18th to be held at Butler High School and how it is a valuable event this year.
