 MINUTES, WEEK OF OCTOBER 28, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, October 28, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order.
Mark Adams, Fascial Officer was excused from the meeting.

PRESENTATIONS:
Chief Alig presented Years of Service Recognition Awards for Scott Lutz, Tiffanie Sowers, and Jamey Stevenson. 
Chief Alig recognized Jamey Stevenson who began his career with the fire department as a part-time firefighter on December 6, 2011 and resigned January 3, 2019, with a little over 12 years of dedicated service. 
Chief Alig gave recognition to Tiffanie Sowers who started on October 25, 2004 as a paid on call EMT. She was promoted to part-time EMT in February, 2006. She also served as a part-time EMT/Administrative Assistant beginning 2008. She then became certified paramedic in 2009. He noted that she also obtain her Masters Degree in December of 2016. She resigned February 13, 2019 after 14 year and 4 months of dedicated service.
Chief Alig recognized Scott Lutz who began his service with the fire department on November 4, 1996 as a paid on call firefighter. He moved up quickly and was promoted to full-time status April, 2000. He left for a brief period, but returned to become Fire Investigator April 22, 2002. He was then promoted to Lieutenant in July, 2003 and then promoted to the status of Captain in June 20, 2005. He also served as an Auxiliary Police Officer for Butler Township from July, 2007 to August, 2012. He stated that he also served in the US Army National Guard from 1992 to 1998. He resigned December 1, 2019 from medical issues with 22 years of dedicated service.
