  MINUTES, WEEK OF OCTOBER 12, 2015
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, October 12, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of September 28, 2015, Regular Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of September 28, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

The Minutes of September 28, 2015, Work Session, were submitted for approval.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the Work Session Minutes of September 28, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion. 

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution #15-077 was submitted Accepting the Bids for the Administration Building HVAC Retrofit Project and Awarding the Bid to Advanced Mechanical Services Inc. Nick Brusky made a motion for approval of Resolution #15-077, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the resolution.

Administrator Kimberly Lapensee, stated that a public hearing needs to be scheduled for additional Permissive Motor Vehicle License Tax.   She explained that Section 4504.18 of the ORC does allow a Township to levy a $5.00 annual licensed tax to be added to the vehicle registrations.  There are eight (8) sections under the ORC that allow for a $5.00 permissive license tax.  A local resident cannot be charged for more than (4) or $20.  Currently, Butler Township residents pay $15 for three $5.00 fees.  Those fees were enacted by Montgomery County.  Per the ORC the Township receives 30% of the fee for two of three, which result in $2,500 t0 $2,600 per month in revenue for the Township’s Permissive Motor Vehicle Tax Fund.  This new $5 fee would go entirely to Butler Township.

In order to enact this additional fee, we are required to hold two public hearings, the second to be set not less than 10 days after the first.  Notice of the date, time and place of such a hearing shall be given by publication in the a newspaper of general circulation once a week for two consecutive weeks with the second publication being not less than 10 days and no more than thirty days prior to the first hearing.  The resolution will become effective 30 days following adoption.  We would like schedule two public hearings for November 9 at 7:00pm and November 18 at 5:00pm.  The ads will go in the paper on October 23 and 30th.

Nick Brusky made a motion to schedule public hearings for November 9 and November 18th, 2015, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
Nick Brusky made a motion to accept the resignations of Michael Whitecar and Matt Pugh from the Butler Township Fire Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Assistant Township Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that the Zoning Commission heard a request for a rezoning at 3706 Little York Road from residential to Local Commercial Service- 2 (LC/S-2).  Staff has recommended Local Commercial Service-1 (LC/S-1) as a transitional zoning.  The Zoning Commission heard the request at their last meeting and tabled it until their next hearing on October 19th and later will be brought to the Trustees around November 9th.  She noted that MCPC voted to recommend denial of the request for LC/S-2 and recommended approval of a lighter commercial zoning such as LC/S-1.  
Trustee, Nick Brusky requested for the record what the differences were in LC/S-1 and LC/S-2.  Ms. Vogel noted that it is just a lighter commercial district then the others.

Assistant Chief Stein had no further business to report at this time.

Chief Alig had no further business to report at this time.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee reported on behalf of the Service Department that all of the paving is completely finished and look great. With respect to the Administration, she reported that Trustee Brusky asked if we could review the Community Room Policy.  She stated that our legal person put together a resolution to adopt a new policy for the Community Room. She noted that Trustee Brusky would like to open the Community Room up to everyone for parties, etc.  She stated that she had gone under the policy to use the room for just non-profit and religious organizations.  She requested direction from the board.
Trustee Nick Brusky indicated that he had reviewed the policy and would like to see it as a benefit for residents to use the room for anyone.  He noted that he did like the language regarding commercial users.  He stated that this should be offered to the residents of Butler Township.  Trustee Doug Orange directed the Administrator to check with surrounding government entities and see what policy they may have in place for their community rooms.  He stated that he is concerned by turning the meeting hall into a party room etc. Trustee Michael Lang concurred with Trustee Orange and the only other thing maybe looking at a larger fee to use and a lower security deposit that might cover some damage protection if needed.  There was a brief discussion to discuss the pro and cons at the next meeting.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee stated that under the BWC under the agreement with Jason Carter we have a final settlement release and requests the board to direct the administrator to sign the settlement release agreement.  Nick Brusky made a motion to approve the administrator to sign the settlement release agreement with BWC pertaining to Jason Carter, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee provided the legal advertisement for the Service Worker, including a job description that is currently available.  She stated that if the board agrees she would need a motion to move forward and advertise it on the October 23rd and October 30th and take applications on November 6th.  Nick Brusky made a motion to have the Administrator to advertise for the Service Worker I position, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.

Also, Administrator, Kimberly Lapensee wanted to remind everyone of the meeting change with the MCTA on November 12th at 6:30 at Miami Township.  She noted that in November there are 5 Mondays and if the board wanted to reach out to the local schools and to the city again, so that they can continue their meeting pertaining to local control.  She noted that she will reach out.  She also mentioned that Pete Baldauf resigned from the Board of Zoning Appeals and needs a motion by the board to accept his resignation and staff would like to continue to look to fill the vacancy.  Nick Brusky made a motion to accept the resignation of Pete Baldauf from the BZA, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
Mark Adams, Fiscal Officer had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Nick Brusky had no further business to report at this time.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that Meeker Road is open underneath I-70.  Frederick Pike is however closed for approximately 6 months and for residents not to forget about Monnin’s Fruit Farms.  He also wanted to remind everyone that tomorrow is the Business Expo at the Expo Center for the Vandalia Butler Chamber.  
Trustee, Doug Orange had no further business to report at this time.

No further action was taken at this time.
Nick Brusky reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Doug Orange approving the motion.
