The Board of Trustees met on Monday, September 12, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of August 22, 2016, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of August 22, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC

There were no comments from the audience at this time.

ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS
OATH OF OFFICE

The Oath of Office was presented to John M. Porter for his appointment as Police Chief of Butler Township. Mr. Porter accepted the position of Police Chief, effective September 9, 2016; the oath was read into record.
Resolution #16-48 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-48, authorizing the Township Administrator to enter into a Collective Bargaining Agreement with Teamster Local 957; Administrative Office Staff, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.
Michael Lang noted that he appreciates Ms. Vogel’s work on getting the contract resolved with the administration staff. 

Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-48 was approved, 3-0. 

Resolution #16-49 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-49, authorizing an Agreement with Montgomery County Board of Commissioners to Provide Crime Lab Services in the Miami Valley Crime Laboratory as operated by the Montgomery County Coroner, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.

No discussion was made from the board on this item.

Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-49 was approved, 3-0.
Resolution #16-50 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-50, authorizing the Township Administrator to enter into an Agreement with Aullwood Farms for the Purpose of Providing uniformed officers at Private and Public Events, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.
Michael Lang explained that normally this is done privately, however the township can recoup the cost at no additional expense and it makes sense to provide the service to a township business.
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-50 was approved, 3-0.

Resolution #16-51 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-51, Consenting to the City of Dayton’s Six (6) petitions to Annex City of Dayton Owned Property located in Butler Township, Montgomery County, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.

Nick Brusky briefly discussed the annexations and said that the City of Union has recently filed to annex properties owned by the City of Dayton. Michael Lang said that it was in the best interest of both parties (Dayton and Butler Township) to consent to the annexation petitions by the City of Dayton. He noted he looked forward to continuing the good working relationship with the City of Dayton and stopping the City of Union from a recently filed an annexation petition for that area. The petitions will go to the County Commissioners for the final decision. 
Michael Lang called the roll for a vote: Joe Flanagan – Yes, Nick Brusky – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes. Resolution #16-51 was approved, 3-0.

Resolution #16-52 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-52, objecting to Petition to Annex 448.64 Acres, More or Less, In Butler Township, Montgomery County, to the City of Union, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.

No additional discussion was made from the board on this item.

Resolution #16-53 was submitted. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #16-53, objecting to Petition to Annex 73.38 Acres, More or Less, In Butler Township, Montgomery County, to the City of Union, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding the motion.
