 MINUTES, WEEK OF SEPTEMBER 23, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, September 23, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order.
OATH OF OFFICE

The Oath of Office was read into record by Police Chief Porter for the appointment of Emily Crist as Part-Time Patrol Officer for Butler Township. 
Trustee, Ken Betz also wanted to welcome students from Vandalia-Butler High School that were attending for their government class. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Minutes of August 26, 2019, Regular Session, were submitted for approval. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of August 26, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

The Minutes of September 9, 2019, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of September 9, 2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Christine Hawley, resident at 6761 Trailview Drive stated that she wanted to give her thanks and appreciation to all those who worked so hard help organize the cleanup in her neighborhood from the aftermath of the tornado this past May. She noted that she is a proud resident of Butler Township and thought everything was handled extremely professionally.
 ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Resolution #19-32 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated this resolution accepts the amounts and rates of each tax necessary to be levied by the board, and what part thereof is without, and what part within, the ten mill tax limitation, determined by the Budget Commission for Tax Year 2020. The Local Government Fund Distribution estimates were also included.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-32, Resolution Accepting the Amounts and Rates as Determined by the Budget Commission and Authorizing the Necessary Tax Levies and Certifying them to the County Auditor, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-32 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-33 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the township will received $498,801.26 in 2019 in distributions from JED-Z income tax collections in 2018 and the Township Trustees determined that $450,000 of the collected funds would be transferred to the supplement the Police Department’s operations.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-33, Resolution Authorizing a Transfer of $450,000 to the Police Fund from the General Fund as Appropriated for FY2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-33 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-34 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel explained the estimated fees for audit services were $14,350. It was originally budgeted $10,000. This resolution will increase appropriations in the General Fund by $5,000.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-34, Resolution Finding It Necessary to Amend the Appropriation Budget in the General Fund for Audit Services in FY2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-34 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-35 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel explained the proposed people hauler wagon will be used for township events to transport people during the township’s party in the park and also for use in the parade. The total cost of the wagon is $5,350 from Weaver Wagons in Dalton, Ohio. 
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-35, Resolution Authorizing the Administrator to Purchase A People Hauler Wagon from Weaver Wagons, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-35 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-36 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that this is an additional resolution that was added today due to TIF settlements coming in and to increase the appropriations for the fees paid to Vandalia-Butler Schools for their portion of the TIF and noted that the Morris TIF tax collection fees were a little short this year.
Trustee, Joseph Flanagan inquired about the Morris TIF fees. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that they were paying.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-36, Resolution Finding It Necessary to Amend the Appropriation Budget for the Changes Made During FY2019, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Resolution #19-36 was approved, 3-0. 
INFORMAL BUSINESS
Police Chief Porter wanted to follow-up on a few issues that were reported to the trustees in the summer months. He stated complaints pertaining to speeding of dump trucks that were tearing up the roadways in the northern section of the township. He stated that they had tracked down most of those trucks and they were coming out of Tipp Stone. He noted that they entered into a partnership with the State Highway Patrol, with portable scales. He indicated that it was successful and noted several trucks were stopped and some were cited. He indicated that they were going to participate with State Highway Patrol again at a later date. He also made mention that the number of overdoses is still on the rise. He noted for the month of August, which was the all-time high for this year was 181 overdoes, just in Montgomery County. He stated that it is consistent and still a problem happening at least a few times a month. He stated that Montgomery County does have a year to date number and will pass that information on to the board. He indicated that recently the Drug Free Coalition conducted a blitz throughout Montgomery County that made several miscellaneous arrests.
Fire Chief Alig reported that the new pick-up truck arrived, and there is 1 full-time opening available and that position has been posted and advertised until September 30th.
Fiscal Officer, Mark Adams had no further business to report.

Trustee, Joseph Flanagan had no further business to report.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that the October Fest was a huge success with a thank you to staff and volunteers. He mentioned that he had received a call from a resident who is in the Citizen Police Academy, which mentioned they loved the experience and the ride along. He noted that with this type of program it is a lot of work and has made an impact on the people.  Lastly, the Township Party in the Park, an all-day music festival will be Saturday, October 5th at Art Van Atta Park. He noted that this would be a family friendly event with live music, food trucks, craft beer and other activities.

Trustee, Ken Betz reported on the MCTA meeting he attended recently. He made mention of the 2020 Census approaching and anyone wishing to help can apply on-line. He also noted that the Board of Elections is looking for paid volunteers to work the polls during the election next year, and applications are also available on-line. He stated that also at the MCTA meeting the County Administrator, Michael Colbert was there and gave an overview of the county and talked about the quality of life, community goals, and the tornado recovery they are still working on. Finally, to mark your calendars for the OTA meeting that will be held February 5-8, 2020, and noted that the current President, Steve Wolfe will not be running for re-election next year. 
Administrator, Erika Vogel reported again about the upcoming Party in the Park and wish that everyone can attend. She noted that there would be a volunteer sign up list that will be available for the event. 
Service Director Jeff Barnett reported that the department is out doing asphalt repair, basically for the 2020 asphalt program. He noted that they are preparing for the winter months ahead. He noted that Aullwood Road turn-around base is proven to be solid; however the county still has concerns along the Stillwater River side that the homes may be damaged by the repair. A brief discussion was made regarding the pricing of the asphalt at that location and the widening for the turnaround for large trucks. He continued to state that they are continuing to work on Meeker Road and finishing up Singing Ridge Blvd. He noted that Miller Lane is also on the list to be completed, but there were some repair issues on their equipment that needed to be dealt with first. He also wanted to thank the Police Department for helping out with traffic control during the paving process.
Trustee, Joseph Flanagan asked how many times the roller was used. Service Director, Jeff Barnett stated that in regards to asphalt it had been used maybe a month at a time. Trustee, Joseph Flanagan stated that his concerns were the service department equipment having issues and the township should look at a program to replace the equipment when needed, such as a lease purchase program at budget time. Service Director, Jeff Barnett stated that they have started comparing equipment prices and what their needs are currently.
Trustee, Ken Betz noted that they were finishing up the interstate resurfacing. He noted that exit ramp from Northbound I-75 onto Benchwood when making the left turn, if it could be stripped along that area. He indicated that area belongs to City of Vandalia, Butler Township and the State of Ohio. The Service Director, Jeff Barnett noted that he would look into it matter and get back to the board.
Joseph Flanagan made a motion for approval to adjourn the meeting at 7:40p.m., with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
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
