The Board of Trustees met on Monday, March 14, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 7:00pm for a Regular Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of February 22, 2016, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of February 22, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution.

NEW BUSINESS
A Proclamation was submitted on behalf of Kathy Garver, as the recipient for Presidents Club 2016 Distinguished Service Award. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of the Proclamation for the 2016 Distinguished Service Award to Kathy Garver and proclaiming the week of March 20 to March 26, 2016, as Kathy Garver Week in Butler Township, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution.
A Proclamation for National Fair Housing Month was read into record. April 11, 2016 marks the 48th Anniversary of the passage of the U.S. Fair Housing Law. The Board of Trustees proclaims the month of April 2016 as Fair Housing Month & urges all citizens to understand and exercise their right to equal housing opportunity.

Resolution #16-11 was submitted, authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Enter Into An Agreement with Bladecutter’s Lawn Service for Grass Cutting and Maintenance of Certain Rights-of-Ways and Township Property. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-11, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution.

Resolution #16-12 was submitted, authorizing the Acting Township Administrator to Contract with Lebanon Ford and KE Rose for the Purchase of Two (2) Ford Explorers for the Police Department. Resolution #16-17 was submitted, Establishing A Budget Commission As An Advisory Committee To the Butler Township Board of Trustees. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval of Resolution #16-17, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution. 

A request was submitted for approval to declare Two (2) Crown Victoria Police Patrol Vehicles and Associated Equipment as surplus in the Police Department. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval to declare the surplus inventory in the Police Department and prepare for the sale/disposal, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion.

A request was submitted for approval to declare Four (4) Radios as surplus in the Fire Department. Joe Flanagan made a motion for approval to declare the surplus inventory in the Fire Department and prepare for sale/disposal, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the motion. 

INFORMAL BUSINESS
Deputy Chief Rob Streck had no further business to report.
Chief Alig reported that the new hires have started working approximately 2 weeks ago and that it has help out on the staffing issues.  He also noted that the new medic was put into service on Friday.
Fiscal Officer Mark Adams had no further business to report.
Trustee, Joe Flanagan wanted to remind everyone that tomorrow is the primary and wanted to encourage everyone to get out and vote.
Trustee, Nick Brusky wanted to bring up energy aggregation for natural gas and electric and the possibility to lock in rates.  He indicated that he would like to look further into this matter and would like the company to come to a trustees meeting to discuss these issues with the board and to give the residents an opportunity to save on these bills.
Trustee, Michael Lang reported that later in executive session the board will be discussing the future of the Township Administrator and what they are doing with that position.  He also mentioned that they had attended the Joint Chamber/School District meeting with the City last week and did a State of Township Address.
Acting Administrator, Erika Vogel reported that they have received over 400 signs through an ODOT Safety Grant this year to replace a lot of street signage.  She stated that this was discussed at previous meeting and the County has agreed to step in and help to install a lot of the signs on the County roadways.
AUDIENCE
Ruth Kistler at 7500 Turtleback Drive stated that she had a question if the board would also be discussing the Police Chief position in executive session as well as the Township Administrator.
Mr. Lang stated that is not on the agenda at this time for discussion.

Ms. Kistler asked why.

Mr. Flanagan stated that they are not ready to make any decisions in that area at this time or discuss what the future of the township police department is.  He indicated that they do not know at this time if the township will pursue with the Sheriff’s office or continue on with the current staffing in the police department.
Ms. Kistler stated that she was under the impression that the interim police chief was temporary and really did not think the Sheriff’s office was a serious consideration.

Mr. Flanagan stated that the board has been very up front about this with all the discussions that they have had.  He indicated that they will not know anything until they get a proposal back from the Sheriff’s office for review.  He further explained that they are trying to maintain the police department at a certain level.  He noted that they are looking at a deficit in a couple of years and so they are looking at how they are going to handle it, such as outsourcing the police department or look at how additional funds will be raised to pay for the police officers that we currently have.  He knows no one wants to see cuts in the police department and that’s why we are having these discussions.  He stated that they want to move through this as quickly as possible and make a decision on where the township needs to go.
Ms. Kistler questioned if he knew the time frame for this research to take place.

Mr. Flanagan stated that right now the contract with the Sheriff’s office runs until May and hopefully the board should have a proposal before that time and should know which direction to proceed.

Ms. Kistler also asked if the police department is in question then why spend the money for new vehicles.

Mr. Lang stated that no matter what, those vehicles are needed.  He stated that he believes in maintaining our police department; however whatever happens, the vehicles would still be needed for policing the Township.
Ms. Kistler stated that she noticed on the website there is an appropriation budget that ended in January 2016 and a revenue budget.  She questioned if this is something new the board is putting out there.

Ms. Vogel stated yes we added that at the request of a resident.  She noted that they will be getting a more detailed spreadsheet out that compares the previous years.

Ms. Kistler wanted to know if the numbers are just for the month or year-to-date.

Mr. Lang stated it is year to date.

Ms. Kistler stated that when she was reviewing the appropriation and revenue budget that there is a huge gap for this year.

Mr. Brusky stated that it has been that way for many years and they are taking steps to make decisions on our staffing and to see how the township is operating.  He stated that he wants to put officers on the street, in the most affordable way they can.  He noted he did not care what badge they wore and he would prefer it to be our own department. However, if they can provide the same or better level of protection at a lower cost through the Sheriff’s Department he is for it. He stated that these comparisons between the Sheriff’s Department and our current police department need to come first before any levy would be decided.

Ms. Kistler noted that is the first time we have seen those numbers and it is shocking.

John Ellis at 6212 Woodville wanted to mention that the sound system in the meeting room is a huge improvement and wanted to gives his thanks.
Harry Spencer at 1104 Jackson Road stated that he had a problem with Rumpke because they never pick up his trash. Rumpke indicated that he is not on their list but he is always receiving bills for service.  He stated that he has been at the administration and spoken to the trash department over and over again but nothing has been done
Ms. Vogel stated that Mr. Spencer was moved to the low volume service last year because he had indicated that he did not put out trash.

Mr. Spencer stated that his trash has never been picked up since the township established the trash district.

Mr. Flanagan asked what he does with his trash.

Mr. Spencer stated that he loads it in his truck once a month and takes it to the transfer station.

Mr. Flanagan noted that the reason the township doesn’t pick up the trash is because he doesn’t put any trash out.

Mr. Spencer stated that he puts out his trash but they drive right by it.  He was told by Rumpke that they did not have him on the address list to be picked up.  He stated that Rumpke cross referenced the address with Waste Management books and he was told that he was not on the list for service.  He noted that if he did not pay the trash bill it would be assessed and placed on the taxes.  He further stated that he wanted his money back, since there has been no trash service provided.
Mr. Lang stated that they are getting ready to break and they would discuss it with Ms. Vogel and try and get it resolved.
