WORKSHOP MINUTES, WEEK OF APRIL 11, 2016
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, April 11, 2016, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 6:02pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.

Michael Lang, President, called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Minutes of March 28, 2016, Workshop Session, were submitted for approval. Joe Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Session Minutes of March 28, 2016, as submitted, with Nick Brusky seconding and Michael Lang approving the resolution

Presentation by the Montgomery County TID  and IBI Consulting Group Inc.
Staff presented Steve Stanley, Executive Director of the Montgomery County TID and Jim Brugeman with the IBI Group Consulting to go over the traffic count results that were conducted in October 2015 and January 2016.
Steve Stanley, Executive Director of the TID stated that he was responding to complaints that truck traffic in Vandalia and Butler Township has risen since the opening of the P&G Distribution Center in the City of Union. The study was part of the process for improving U.S. 40 as part of a federally funded project.  Parts of the study were funded by ODOT, the TID, and the cities of Union, Vandalia and Dayton.  It included roadways in Vandalia, Butler Township and Union including I-70, I-75, U.S. 40, Dixie Drive, Peters Pike, Dog Leg Road, Union Airpark Blvd., Old Springfield Road, Lightner Road, Frederick Pike, Northwoods Blvd., and others. The study also compares current traffic counts from available historical data provided by ODOT.  
Jim Brugeman with IBI Consulting Group gave a slideshow presentation on the traffic data. He stated that the study showed that nearly 65,000 vehicles per day travel on I-70 between I-75 and the Airport Access Road, but that is significantly lower than the 75,480 per day in 2006; a decrease of 14 percent.  Of that traffic, Type B trucks like schools buses, delivery trucks, etc. and Type C trucks are more commonly referred to as semi-trucks.  It was indicated that I-75 see 78,560 vehicles between I-70 and National Road, essentially the same as in 2006.  However, only 16 percent of those vehicles are trucks, down from 24 percent in 2006. He stated that, by far, the road that saw the largest truck count was Northwoods Blvd. in Vandalia between I-75 and the Pilot Travel Plaza.  Over 2,800 trucks made the trip in a 24 hours period.  Other roads that have heavy truck traffic were the Airport Access Road with 1,150, Union Airpark Blvd. with 840 and Peters Pike south of National with 710. He noted that there was still construction on I-70 by the Airport Access interchange when the video counts were made.  
Mr. Stanley indicated that that the data shows a success story in that the majority of the trucks are going on routes we want them to go. The size of the problem that everyone is sensitive to is a very manageable problem.  He stated that the design will change with adding dual lefts on the ramps to continue the flow on U.S. 40 and Airport Access Road and coming out of the Stonequarry Road Industrial Park to keep the signal time shorter and to move more vehicles in and out of those locations.  Some concern has been expressed that drivers coming from the north to the P&G facility are being directed to rural roads by GPS; this technology may not know those roads are not suitable for large trucks.  Specific concerns were raised about Jackson and Furnas Roads.
Trustee, Nick Brusky noted that his concern is on U.S. 40 going eastbound from Union Airpark Blvd. interchange that traffic backs up in the City of Vandalia and the other side of the light is in Butler Township. One thing is when a truck pulls out onto the road it takes them longer to speed up because of the grade.  He asked if there were any plans in the future for a lane for slower moving trucks.  

Mr. Stanley indicated yes they have plans in the upcoming future.

Trustee, Joe Flanagan asked how long it would take to finish construction.

Mr. Stanley stated that the earliest possible date would be approximately 2-1/2 years, however they do not have the money needed for construction yet, but will be requesting funds for it next year.

Trustee, Michael Lang stated that the study was no real surprise, but he remains concerned about the traffic on rural roads.  He stated that his concerns are the trucks coming from the north that use rural routes which is what he does not want to see.  He hopes that they will continue to aggressively deal with P&G to reroute those drivers.
