 MINUTES, WEEK OF AUGUST 12, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, August 12, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 5:00pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.  
Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order. 
ADMINISTRATOR’S RECOMMENDATIONS

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes from July 10, 2017, as submitted with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

It noted that these workshop meeting minutes were unapproved in the Township Meeting Minutes from 2017. 

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Joseph Flanagan made a motion to authorize the Administrator to Execute a Memorandum of Understanding with the City of Huber Height, City of Kettering and the City of Miamisburg for their Aid and Support for the Tornado Clean-Up in Butler Township, as submitted with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, and Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-25 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel noted that last year’s rate for Property and Commercial General Liability through OTARMA was $52,159. The proposed renewal rate for the period of July 15, 2019 through July 15, 2020 is $53,488. She stated that the township is also eligible to receive a refund on the Capital Distribution for 2019 in the amount of $3,795.79.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-25, Resolution to Authorizing the Township Administrator to Contract with the Ohio Township Association Risk Management Authority (OTARMA) for the Purchase of Property and Commercial General Liability Insurance for the Township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-25 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-26 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that this was reviewed and discussed at a workshop meeting last month with the trustees and noted that the counter proposal was accepted of 3% for 2020, 2.75% for 2021 and 2.5% for 2022.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-26, Resolution Authorizing the Township Administrator to Enter into a Collective Bargaining Agreement with Teamsters Local 957; Central Administrative Office, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-26 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-27 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the Fire Chief received a quote from K.E. Rose Company to outfit the new Ford F250 staff vehicle with emergency equipment, lights and supplies. Total cost not to exceed $7,466.50 to be paid from Fire Department Capital Equipment Fund #2112-760-750-0000.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-27, Resolution Authorizing the Fire Chief to Contract with K.E. Rose Company for Emergency Equipment & Supplies for the new Ford F250 in the Fire Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-27 was approved, 3-0. 
Resolution #19-28 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the Fire Chief finds it necessary to purchase four (4) sets of replacement fire protective clothing for the Fire Department. Total cost not to exceed $10,000.00 and be paid from the Fire Fund #2111-220-420-0237.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-28, Resolution Authorizing the Fire Chief to Purchase Fire Protective Clothing from Phoenix Safety Outfitters, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-28 was approved, 3-0. 
A request was made for a motion was to establish the Part-Time Patrol Officer rate of $22 per hour for 2019, this was the same rate that was approved for the last part time hire. Staff noted that the rate for that position will be reevaluated with the reorganization in December.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve to establish a rate of $22 per hour for new Part-Time Patrol Officer in the Police Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0.
COMMENTS FROM THE BOARD & STAFF
Police Chief Porter reported that for the National Night Out on Tuesday there were roughly 600 hot dogs grilled and served. He further commented on Saturday at the Cruise In there were 200 hot dogs grilled and served. Both were well attended events.
Fire Chief Alig had no further business to report. 

Fiscal Officer, Mark Adams noted that there was a fire hydrant on Peters Pike just south of Little York Road that has been running for a few months. Staff noted that the county is aware of it.
Trustee, Joseph Flanagan reported that he enjoyed the Cruise-In on Saturday.
Trustee, Michael Lang wanted to also give his appreciation for the success of another Cruise-In to the staff, the Fire and Police Chiefs’, the Service Department team, the Administrator, and the other Trustees involved. He also gave acknowledgments to the Administrator regarding a high grass issue on Meeker Road and some other issues that Montgomery County took care of, which was resolved in a matter of a few days. He further acknowledged the success of National Night Out. 
Trustee, Ken Betz also commended all the departments on doing a great job with the Cruise In event and all the activities. He noted that it was a remarkable time and beautiful day.
Administrator, Erika Vogel had no further business to report.
Service Department Director, Jeff Barnett had no further business to report.

Joseph Flanagan reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
