 MINUTES, WEEK OF JANUARY 14, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, January 14, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 5:00pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.  
Mike Lang, Trustee, called the meeting to order. Ken Betz, Board President was excused from the meeting. 
A request was submitted to Amend Resolution 18-60, The Reorganization for 2019, and appoint Michael Lang as Vice-President of the Board of Trustees.

No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to Amend Resolution 18-60, The Reorganization for 2019, and appoint Michael Lang as Vice-President of the Board of Trustees, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion. 
Ms. Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Joseph Flanagan – Yes and Michael Lang – Yes. Motion was approved, 2-0. 
DISCUSSION TOPICS
Events and Sponsorships
Administrator Vogel explained that the City asked if we were willing to commit to the next two years to partner with the City on the Star Spangled Celebration. Vogel added that the annual cost is typically around $13,000 for the event and fireworks contribution and that the Township budgets $15,000 for annual sponsorships. Administrator Vogel also wanted to confirm the $2,000 sponsorship for the Vandalia-Butler Chamber. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve the commitment for the 2019 and 2020 Star Spangled Celebration and the sponsorship for the Chamber, as budgeted for 2019, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion. Ms. Vogel called the roll for a vote: Joseph Flanagan – Yes and Michael Lang – Yes. Motion was approved, 2-0.
The Trustees discussed and confirmed the date for the 2019 fall festival at Art Van Atta Park on Saturday, October 5 from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Administrator Vogel stated that she would reserve the park and start planning for 2019. 

Administrator’s Recommendations
Resolution #19-1 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel explained that due to the overages encountered in 2018, it is recommended that only Kershner Rd., Coovermill Ct., and Kinmont Rd. be resurfaced in 2019 at a cost of $132,592, along with the invoice for $160,446.78 due in 2019 for 2018 paving. Resolution No 18-44 approved the appropriation of $290,215.08 for paving from the Road Levy Fund #2141, however an additional $2,823.70 will be needed for a total of $293,038.78 for the remaining due for 2018 and the estimated total for 2019.  
Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-1, Resolution Modifying Resolution No. 18-44 for the County Engineer’s Assistance with the overlay Program and Approving the Final Payment for 2018, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion.
Ms. Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Joseph Flanagan – Yes and Michael Lang – Yes. Motion was approved, 2-0. 
Joseph Flanagan made a motion to Appoint 2 Board Members to the 2019 Volunteer Firefighters Dependents Fund, which included Ken Betz as Chairperson and Mike Lang as Secretary, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion.
Ms. Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Joseph Flanagan – Yes and Michael Lang – Yes. Motion was approved, 2-0. 
A request was submitted to make a motion to Declare the 2010 Chrysler Mini-Van Administration Vehicle Surplus and Sell on GovDeals. There was a hole discovered in the radiator and the use of the van is very minimal at this time. Joseph Flanagan made a motion to declare the van surplus in the Administration Department, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and approving the motion
Ms. Vogel called the roll for a vote:  Joseph Flanagan – Yes and Michael Lang – Yes. Motion was approved, 2-0.
