MINUTES, WEEK OF OCTOBER 14, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, October 14, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 5:00pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.  
Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order. 
Administrator’s Recommendations
Resolution #19-37 was submitted. Administrator, Erika Vogel stated that the balance due for waste collection services was received by the owners that moved out of state on September 27, 2019 for the property at 3360 Turtle Shell Drive. Staff is requesting that the total amount of $224.87, Parcel ID #A01 27622 0005 should be removed from the list of Waste Collection Assessment provided to the Count  under Resolution 19-31 and a revised parcel listing shall be sent to the County Auditor.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve Resolution #19-37, Resolution Removing Parcel No. A01 27622 0005 for Assessments with Property Taxes, The Costs for Unpaid Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Services, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan - Yes. Resolution #19-37 was approved, 3-0. 
A request was submitted to approve and execute the proposed agreement and participate in the Montgomery County OVI Task Force. Under this agreement, Dayton PD is the administrator of the Task Force Grant. The Police Department may participate in OVI checkpoints and extra patrols which reimburse overtime and benefits.
Joseph Flanagan made motion to approve the Agreement with the Montgomery County OVI Task Force for Fiscal Grant Year Starting October 1, 2019 through September 30, 2020, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding the motion.
No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Kenneth Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0.

A request was made for a motion to Support Aullwood Audubon Center and Farm for a Resolution of Support for the Clean Ohio Fund – Green Space Conservation Program to Purchase a Conservations Easement at 9101 Frederick Pike from the Dayton Foundation.
Administrator, Erika Vogel explained that the request is specific to the 9101 Frederick Pike site and noted that it did not have any impact on neighboring properties.

Joseph Flanagan made a motion to approve to Support Aullwood Audubon Center and Farm for a Resolution of Support for the Clean Ohio Fund – Green Space Conservation Program to Purchase a Conservation Easement at 9101 Frederick Pike from the Dayton Foundation, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.

No discussion was made on this agenda item.

Mark Adams called the roll for a vote:  Ken Betz – Yes, Michael Lang – Yes, Joseph Flanagan – Yes. Motion was approved, 3-0.
2020 Asphalt Resurfacing Proposal
Service Director, Jeff Barnett presented the estimate for the 2020 paving program. The roads that are planned to be resurfaced are Stonequarry Road, Brantford Road and Aullwood Road (west turnaround). The estimated cost, prepared by the Engineer’s office, is $385,281.11. The increased cost is due to the necessity to replace curb ramps at the intersections on Brantford Road in order to be ADA compliant. Jeff Barnett explained that they determined there was 5 ½ “ of asphalt on Aullwood, which means we are able to do a mill and fill, however, small equipment has to be used, which drives up the cost a little more. There was discussion about applying the rejuvenator as indicated in the quote, to hopefully get a get more life out of the asphalt. Erika Vogel explained that the estimate is approximately $40,000 more than we budgeted and we would need to approve the asphalt program in November. Joseph Flanagan suggested that we budget for the additional amount as an advance to the Gas Tax Fund. Erika Vogel explained that we should be seeing additional revenue within a month, from the increased gas tax.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Curt Holdeman, 3819 Reinwood reported that he submitted a list of lights along Dixie Drive that have not been working correctly. He noted he brought a list to the office and he wanted to make sure the township knew so they were not paying for a service from Miami Valley Lighting, that they were not getting. Erika Vogel explained that the list was submitted to the company to fix and there was one on the list that was a private light at Schwabe Studio. Jeff Barnett indicated that some of them were being serviced last week. It was noted that the township would make sure they were repaired.

Mr. Holdeman also discussed the retention pond behind his home and the drainage pipe that runs along his property. He stated that he was concerned about the amount of water they get on their property. Jeff Barnett said that he is working with the county to get a jet and camera through the storm line to see if they can discover the issue. It was also mentioned that staff would look into the responsibility of the owner to maintain the retention pond. 

The Trustees asked Butler High School students in attendance if they had any questions pertaining to the agenda items that were discussed. There were none. The guests were thanked for attending the meeting. 
Joseph Flanagan reported that the trustees have reviewed the financial statements and made a motion for approval to pay the bills of the township, as submitted, with Michael Lang seconding and Ken Betz approving the motion.
