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The Board of Trustees met on Monday, October 26, 2015, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 6:03pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.

Doug Orange, President called the meeting to order.

CONTINUED BUDGET DISCUSSSION FOR FY2016/CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS
Ms. Lapensee picked up where they left off at the last meeting at the Sudachi TIF #2903. She stated that they will no longer be receiving money in this account because the 10 year TIF has ended.  However, she noted there is still a cash balance of $10,680.89.  It was recommended to save that balance to eventually pave Sudachi Drive within the next couple of years.  There was a brief discussion on the filing of the exemptions for the township buildings and that the money that was received back.

There was a discussion on the revenue and expenditures for Yorkshire #2904, and to remove the tax collection fee.  They discussed the other Capital Outlay to repave the Service Department lot, which is a partial payment.  Under Contracted Service-Design Fees which is the remainder for Choice One for the design fees of the sidewalks on Little York Road.  She noted they that should be able to submit the sidewalk plan to ODOT, and by 2019 be on schedule to install sidewalks on Little York Road.  She also mentioned that the schools are asking the Township and the City to install sidewalks on Stonequarry Road from the Vandalia Recreation Center to Morton school and for those sidewalks to be located on the north side of the road.  She noted that she has reached out to them all but yet to get a response.  It was discussed that it is only fair that the cost of the sidewalks would be split 3-ways.

Singing Ridge TIF #2905 the revenue and expenditures were discussed.  She briefly covered the other expenses for the fund.  She noted there they will still have a cash balance in this fund.  She also went over the Morris TIF #2906 that would leave a deficit and would have to send a bill to the property owner to pay for the bonds.  She noted that owners have been informed for a number of years that they would have to start paying the bonds if the property was not developed.  Once the budget is approved she will send them a notice to let them know that they will owe money to the township.  Under the Brockman TIF #2907 it would be zero balance and that we received money back from the schools.  There was a brief discussion on the plans on the TIF.

There was discussion regarding some capital changes in the Fire Department.  Ms. Lapensee indicated that she has not had time to meet with Chief Alig yet due to arbitrations the past 2 weeks.  She indicated that they can meet after the meeting to discuss it and have those changes at the next regular meeting.  It was noted that it should be discussed at a meeting in November to give adequate amount of time to cover the fire budget.  

There was discussion with the board on the Senior Center on subsidizing the 110 members that we have, because they are going to double their rates. After much discussion over the increase in rates and whether or not the board would like to pay the difference in membership rates for those residents, the board decided not to participate in paying the difference. They felt that those are participation fees and should be paid by the resident who is a member. Ms. Lapensee also asked that the Historical Society wants to know if the township is interested in moving a log cabin located in Butler Township to the historical grounds in Vandalia.  This would include approximately over $7,500 in fees. The Board indicated that if they would obtain affirmative numbers from the Historical Society they would like to be a participant.

Trustee, Nick Brusky reported that he had been meeting with Arlene Seltzer and Bruce Sucher drafting a resolution for Home Rule.  He noted that there were a few modifications to that resolution and would like to formally adopt it on November 5th.

Trustee, Doug Orange had no further business to report at this time.
