MINUTES, WEEK OF SEPTEMBER 9, 2019
The Board of Trustees met on Monday, September 9, 2019, at the Butler Township Government Center, 3780 Little York Road, Dayton, Ohio, at 5:00pm for a Workshop Session to transact the business of the township.  
Ken Betz, President called the meeting to order. 
Discussion Topics
Butler Township Branding Initiatives 
The township contracted with a design firm for branding initiatives and the first step in the process is to refresh the current logo, which has been in place for almost 20 years. The board reviewed a round of preliminary draft concepts created by Catapult Creative. The board and department heads discussed what they liked and didn’t like about the logos, so that comments could be provided to Catapult for the next round of logos. 
Another step in the branding process is to create a new name for the Miller Lane business district that will be used for marketing initiatives for the area. A first round of names were provided from Catapult. There was discussion about how the general public refers to the area, what outsiders call the area, how residents and public refer to the area and how the media refers to the area. Some ideas were discussed for naming the district and everyone’s ideas were shared, so that Catapult could provide some new names for the district.
